3. Public hearing re:  Conditional Use Permit for James Lamont, WI Cycles, LLC, 223 Jefferson St., Suite #3:  He is expanding his current operations from internet and retail sales to include vehicle sales and light service.  This type of business needs a Conditional Use Permit under Business Highway zoning.  Mike Fenley does not have any concerns.

2. Proof of Posting:  The notice was posted in the upper and lower levels of the Amundson Community Center, Cambridge Post Office, Cambridge News Office, Cambridge State Bank, Village website.  
3. Approve Minutes from Plan Commission Meeting on January 14, 2013:  Commissioner Raymond made a motion to approve the minutes from January 14, 2013, as presented, seconded by Commissioner Anderson.  Motion carried.

5. Old Business – 
a. Update on Annexation:  Mary Behling is working on it.
6. New Business - Discussion and Possible recommendation regarding:
a. Conditional Use Permit for James Lamont, WI Cycles, LLC, 223 Jefferson St., Suite 3:  He is expanding his current operations from internet and retail sales to include vehicle sales and light service.
Commissioner Anderson made a motion to recommend to the Village Board approval of the Conditional Use Permit for James Lamont, WI  Cycles, LLC, seconded by Commissioner Michalski.  Motion carried.

b. Variance for Neon Sign for Pizza Pit:  When the sign was applied for, it was overlooked that the ordinances do not allow neon lights.  They are requesting a variance to allow for the neon light.  It was felt that the sign is set back and is no brighter than other light up signs.
Commissioner Anderson made a motion to approve the variance for the Neon sign for Pizza Pit, seconded by Commissioner Raymond.  Motion carried.

c. Additions for Cambridge High School:  The referendum that recently passed did include additions to the Cambridge High School.  They are adding on to the east end of the High School to add a weight room and locker rooms.  On the south side there will be a new main entrance.  There will be some interior alterations in the library, kitchen and computer lab.  Parking in front will be reconfigured to address loss of parking on the east side.  The in/out flow will also be reconfigured on the east side.  Stormwater will also be redirected, correcting some current issues.  A catch basin will also be installed in the parking lot to address 100 year floods.  They are looking at starting during spring break, interior work will begin June 10, additions the end of March.  Setbacks for the additions are ok.  There will be a new roof put on the original high school building.  There will also be repairs of the roof at the middle school and elementary schools.  We will get a stamped set of approved plans once they are approved by the state.
Commissioner Raymond made a motion to approve the proposed additions to the Cambridge High School as presented, seconded by Commissioner Anderson.  Motion carried.
