Minutes
1. Call to Order / Roll Call:  Chairman Christianson called the meeting to order at 6:30 p.m.  Members present:  Commissioners Isermann, Michalski, Anderson, Milsap, Dake, Cunningham and Chairman Christianson.  Others present:  Lisa Moen, Village Clerk; Linda Begley-Korth, Acting Village Administrator/Economic Development Coordinator; Mary Behling, Village Attorney; Frank Peregrine, Bill Ranguette.
2. Proof of Posting:  The agenda was posted in the upper and lower levels of the Amundson Community Center, Cambridge Post Office, Cambridge News Office, Cambridge State Bank and the Village Web Site.
3. Approve Minutes from Plan Commission Meeting on February 24, 2014:  Commissioner Milsap made a motion to approve the minutes of February 24, 2014, as presented, seconded by Commissioner Anderson.  Motion carried.

6. New Business – 
A. Developers Agreement on HWY 134 land: It was explained that the developer’s agreement was a combined effort between the developers, Village staff, Village attorney and Village engineers.   A number of questions were asked of both the developers and our attorney.  
· Infrastructure costs for the Village will include $200,000 for the turning/acceleration lanes.  The developers will reimburse the Village for engineering and legal costs.
· The Village will finance the purchase of the land over 7 years.  The total development will be just over $4 million, with $2.9 million financed.  There will be $675,000 cash up front, including the sale of the winery land.  Mary Behling did explain that the way it is written, it will be paid off over 7 years, regardless of the sales of all the lots.

· The apartments and condos will be similar to those at Bishops Bay.  They will be higher end, and will have deed restrictions.  These will also be coming back before the PC for final approval.  They will start with one 24 unit apartment building and one six unit condo.

· The ultimate goal would still be to have access from HWY 12/18.  The Village will retain the deed to these commercial properties until the end of the development.  

· The Village’s financial risks include the turning/acceleration lanes; engineering and legal fees; selling at a lower cost; losing rent.  We will however receive taxes on this land, there will be performance and surety bonds in place; the engineering and infrastructure will be in place.

· In response to our last meeting and motion to move ahead with the project, our attorney and engineer are supportive of the developer’s agreement and both had input in its final language.

· We will be meeting with CARPC for an initial presentation this week and are working on changing our Smart Growth Plan
