2. Proof of Posting:  The agenda was posted in the upper and lower levels of the Amundson Community Center, the Cambridge News Office, Cambridge Post Office, Cambridge State Bank and the Village Web Site.

A. Discussion regarding possible CUP request from the Catholic Church for 705 W. Water Street:  The Catholic Church is looking at purchasing the property next to the church.  It is currently zoned RM, and a church is an allowable use but would need a CUP to put a parking lot on the property.  They are looking for a general feel from the committee before they go ahead and purchase the property.  They will also work with Pleasant Time to allow them to use the parking as well.  Once the property is purchased they would need to do a CSM to combine the two lots as well as the CUP.  There was a positive reaction from the Committee.  President Struss did mention that they may want to put sidewalks in at the same time that they’d be putting in the parking lot. 
B. Update, discussion and possible action regarding Double S Boudain Hut and the neighbors’ concerns:  We did receive a resolution from the condo owners association expressing their opposition to the restaurant being located at the proposed location.  Mike Fenley has meet with Shon Jones regarding his plans. Mr. Jones is working with the manufacture of the pit and can add a stack to take it up to 14 feet.  Dumpsters will remain behind the building, be fenced in and covered.  They will also have to answer to the Departments of Ag and Health.  A letter was drafted to respond to the condo associations concerns.  Double S Boudain Hut does meet all of the zoning ordinances and other Village ordinances.  The village will continue to work with the business owner and the condo residents to try to minimize any concerns.

· President Struss did question where we were on reviewing the long range plan.  Chairperson Begley-Korth responded that we are looking at the Economic Development Committee and what is coming out of there.  We will work with them and their recommendations.
