Minutes
1. Call to Order / Roll Call:  Chairman Christianson called the meeting to order at 6:30 p.m.  Members present:  Commissioner Anderson, Raymond, Michalski, Isermann, Cunningham and Chairman Christianson; one seat vacant.  Others present:  Lisa Moen, Village Staff; Errin Welty, Vierbricher; Linda Begley-Korth, Economic Development Coordinator; Steve Struss, Village President.
2. Proof of Posting:  The Agenda was posted in the upper and lower levels of the Amundson Community Center, Cambridge Post Office, Cambridge News Office, Cambridge State Bank, Village Web Site.

3. Approve Minutes from Plan Commission Meeting on February 11, 2013:  Commissioner Anderson made a motion to approve the minutes with corrections, seconded by Commissioner Raymond.  Motion carried.
4. Public Appearances: None
5. Old Business – 
a. Update on Annexation:  President Struss met with the Lions Club regarding the property that they own.  They are willing to annex it into the Village.  The Village will be working with them on the petition.  They have not yet talked to the Zernekes on Highway 134.  
6. New Business - Discussion and Possible recommendation regarding:
a. Discuss TID Strategy, Boundary and Timeline:   Errin Welty from Vierbricher gave a presentation on the timeline for the creation of a TID and the duties of all parties.  The Plan Commission would meet again on May 13 to review the budget, boundary and Project Plan and recommend any changes to the plan.  They will also schedule a Plan Commission Public meeting for the following month, June 10.  In the meantime, the EDC and Village Board will move ahead with choosing a developer and add their input on the plans.  We will also begin to set up a Joint Review Board.  
b. Discuss TID Project Plan budget elements:  Erin had a Tax Incremental Financing 101 presentation. This provided a lot of background information for the Commission on what the TIF is created for, how it can be used, for what purposes, etc.  Members should provide any input that they have to Errin, Linda, Lisa or Shellie at the Village Board and EDC continue to work on their aspects of the project.
c. Update on Tours: Members of the Village Board, EDC and Plan Commission toured two facilities on Wednesday, March 27.  The developers of both have submitted plans to the Village for the Madison Street Project.  
I. Oak Park Place
II. At Home Again:
There were positives to both facilities.  Those touring felt that Oak Park Place concentrated more on their facilities during the tour, while At Home Again focused more on the residents and the care given.  Oak Park Place was a much larger facility, and thus able to offer more amenities.  Oak Park Place was a little more costly for residents.  A question has been posed to them what their staff/patient ratio is.  We have not heard back from Oak Park Place yet.  At Home Again responded that they do not have a set ratio, but determine it on the needs of their current residents.

If they are not able to attend but would like to share some comments, please forward them to staff.

a. President Struss asked about building permits for the projects at the schools.  He was wondering if we can minimize the building permit fees at all.
8. Adjournment of Regular Meeting.  Commissioner Raymond made a motion to adjourn, seconded by Commissioner Cunningham.  Motion carried.  Chairman Christianson adjourned the meeting at 8:12 p.m.
