Minutes
1. Call to Order / Roll Call:  Chairman Christianson called the meeting to order at 6:30 p.m.  Members present:  Commissioners Anderson, Michalski, Isermann, Cunningham and Chairman Christianson.  Members excused:  Commissioner Raymond.  One seat vacant. Others present:  Lisa Moen, Village Clerk; Mike Fenley, Building Inspector; Errin Welty, Vierbricher; Linda Begley-Korth, Economic Development Coordinator; Steve Struss, Village President; Mark Bingham, American Auction; Patty Strohbush, Library Capital Campaign; Richard Nattua, Able Signs and Lighting;  Mike Klingbeil, Cambridge School District; Charles Fiesel.
2. Proof of Posting:  The agenda was posted in the upper and lower levels of the Amundson Community Center, Cambridge Post Office, Cambridge News Office, Cambridge State Bank, Village Web Site.

3. Approve Minutes from Plan Commission Meeting on April 8, 2013:  Commissioner Anderson made a motion to approve the minutes as presented, seconded by Commissioner Cunningham.  Motion carried.
4. Public Appearances:
5. Old Business – 
a. Update on Annexation:  Steve Struss will be meeting with the Lions Club.  Mary Behling put together a draft of a petition that they could use if they would like to petition for annexation.
6. New Business - Discussion and Possible recommendation regarding:
a. Possible electronic sign for the Cambridge High School:  A few months back the school had requested an electronic sign to be placed on the High School.  They are now requesting that it be placed along the highway instead.  This sign would be roughly the same size as the originally requested sign.

Commissioner Cunningham made a motion to approve the electronic sign for the Cambridge High School, to be placed along highway 18, seconded by Commissioner Michalski.  Motion carried.

b. Possible sign for the Library Capital Campaign in Veterans Park:  The Library Capital Campaign would like to place a sign in Veterans Park which monitors their progress with their fundraising for the new library.  Patty Strohbush was present to answer questions.

Commissioner Cunningham made a motion to approve the sign for the Library Capital Campaign, to be located in Veterans Park until the end of the calendar year, seconded by Commissioner Michalski.  Motion carried.

c. Sign for American Auctions:  American Auctions is requesting a variance for the colors for their sigs.  There is a sign on the building as well as along Highway 18.  Mike Fenley commented on the sign and its current location.  They would also be placing additional signs as they take over the building when Rowe moves out.  They will be adding retail.   The current sign does need to be moved back due to setback requirements.  While the signs don’t meet the historical color pallets, it is not located downtown and the Commission members didn’t see a problem with it.
Commissioner Christianson made a motion to approve the variance for color for the American Auctions signs as well as the additional signs, seconded by Commissioner Anderson.  Motion carried.

d. Discuss TID Budget, Boundary and Project Plan:  Errin Welty from Vierbricher was present to go over the TID Budget, Boundary and Project Plan.  The boundary/map would include the Madison Street property and the downtown.  We have applied for a Dane County Trial Grant that is a 50/50 grant.  We could use some of the TIF money for the match.  We are also looking at some additional grants/options.  The Village will be meeting with At Home on the 21st.  They will begin looking at zoning issues and developers agreements, which will ultimately be reviewed by the Plan Commission.  The Plan, as presented will go to the Joint Review Board and to public hearing.  At that point, if there are no objections, the Plan Commission will recommend it to the Village Board.
e. Schedule Public Hearing for TID #4:  Commissioner Cunningham made a motion to schedule a public hearing for June 10, 2013, 6:30 p.m. for TID #4, seconded by Commissioner Anderson.  Motion carried.
f. Neighborhood Plan- Capstone Presentation:  Theresa Hong presented her final Neighborhood Plan for the village land located off of Highway 134.  Her plan included a winery, residential homes, gardens.  The Commission was very appreciative of Theresa’s hard work and the final outcome.
7. Any other such business that can legally be brought before the Committee for consideration on future agendas/questions or comments for staff:
A. The Village Board is moving to electronic packets, and we would like to do the same for Plan Commission packets.

B. There were questions raised about the Body Shop located on Highway 18.  We will have Mike Fenley look into it.

8. Adjournment of Regular Meeting:  Commissioner Anderson made a motion to adjourn, seconded by Commissioner Michalski.  Motion carried.  Chairman Christianson adjourned the May 13, 2013 Plan Commission meeting at 7:40 p.m.
