3. Public hearing re: Request by the Village of Cambridge to amend the Village of Cambridge Comprehensive Plan to change the land use designation of a parcel of land, tax  parcel number 111-0612-012-9510-1, from Low Density Residential, to Low, Medium and High Density Residential, Commercial and Agricultural on the future land use map adopted as part of the comprehensive plan.  The Plan Commission will have to ratify this at another public hearing set for Monday, August 25th because of a Scrivener’s error in the Posted Public Notice.
