1. Call to Order / Roll Call:  Chairman Christianson Called the meeting to order at 6:32  p.m.  Members present:  Commissioners Michalski, Milsap, Cunningham, Anderson, Isermann, Dake and Chairman Christianson.  Also present:  Lisa Moen, Village Clerk;  Mike Fenley, Fenley Total Inspections.
2. Proof of Posting:  The agenda was posted in the upper and lower levels of the Amundson community Center, Cambridge Post Office, Cambridge News Office, Cambridge Sate Bank and the Village Web Site.

3. Approve Minutes from Plan Commission Meeting on June 10, 2013:  Commissioner Cunningham               made a motion to approve the minutes as presented from June 10, 2013, seconded by Commissioner Milsap.  Motion carried:
4. Public Appearances: None
5. Old Business – 
a. Update on TIF:  The TIF has been completed.  The TIF boundaries have been established to include most of the downtown businesses.  Hopefully, we will be able to create some low interest financing for façade improvements.  This includes the back alley and River View parking lot.  The EDC will be meeting next Monday, September 23, at 5:30.  Errin from Vierbicher will be walking through this specific TIF.  Plan Commission members are invited to attend if they have questions or are looking for more information.
b. Update on Madison Street Property:  The Village has purchased the old Melsters property.  An RFP did go out and the Village accepted one from At Home Again for senior housing.  The Village is meeting with At Home Again (including the project engineer and attorney) to review final designs and initiate a Developers Agreement.  Once the agreement has been drafted, and presented to the EDC, the Plan Commission will review, with suggestions/revisions, if necessary, and submit to the Village Board for approval/adoption.  Hopefully, this can be completed within the next month.
c. Update on HWY 134 land / CARPC:   The Village participated in a Capstone project with the University of Wisconsin Madison where a student came and did her thesis on the Village land.  She met with the Plan Commission, EDC and the Village Board to gather information and suggestions.  Upon completion of her project, she did a presentation to all parties.  Her vision included a winery on the Village owned land.  The EDC Coordinator and the Village President are in discussion with a Winery proposing to purchase approximately 40 acres in the Northwest corner for vineyards, tasting room and special event venue.  We provided them estimated infrastructure costs and appraisal.  We are expecting a Letter of Intent to purchase within the next couple of weeks.  The Winery also introduced us to a developer considering purchasing entire parcel to develop as delineated by the Capstone project.  Communication is in the initial stages.  Vierbicher is working with us to bring the parcel into the Urban Service Area.  The approval process takes about 3 to 4 months.  The Plan Commission will review the application prior to submission.  
6. New Business - Discussion and Possible recommendation regarding:
A. Clarification on 17.04.090 and 17.92.010 B6:  definitions of yards:  We had a resident request a detached garage on a corner lot in the Village.  When researching this, we found a number of inconsistencies in our definitions of corner lots.  After discussion, it was determined that Lisa and Mike should bring back some examples of other ordinances that we could model our definitions after, language that would clarify and not leave multiple interpretations.
7. Any other such business that can legally be brought before the Committee for consideration on future agendas/questions or comments for staff:  None
8. Adjournment of Regular Meeting:   Commissioner Cunningham made a motion to adjourn the meeting, seconded by Commissioner Anderson.  Motion carried.  Chairman Christianson adjourned the September 9, 2013 meeting at 7:12 p.m.
