Call Village Board Meeting to Order/Roll Call:  President Struss called the meeting to order at 7:02 p.m.  Members present:  Trustee Cunningham, Waller, Christianson, Kumbier and President Struss.  Absent:  Leoni.  One seat vacant.  Others present:  Shellie Benish, Village Administrator-Treasurer

Pledge of Allegiance

Proof of Posting:  The agenda was posted in the upper and lower levels of the Amundson Community Center, Cambridge Post Office, Cambridge News Office, Cambridge State Bank and the Village Web Site.

Public Appearances:  Cheryl Wittke was present on behalf of the Med Drop Program.  Cheryl thanked the Village for being so supportive of this program and outlined the benefits and resources the program provides to the community.  Handout given outlining the issues Med Drop Program provides.  Additional copies are at the Village Hall.

Trustee Cunningham made a motion to approve the Consent agenda items as presented, seconded by Trustee Kumbier.  Motion carried.

Motion by Cunningham, seconded by Christianson to move item 10-c: Family Focus request up for discussion.  Approved.  
Family Focus request for a fee waiver of the Amundson Building on January 13, 2013 was heard.  This is a non-profit organization that has hosted events here for the past two years.  Christianson stated Public Works needs to sit down and go over the fees and expenses before additional fee waivers should be looked at.  Family Focus will go back to gropu and make them aware of future needs of the building.  
Motion made by Cunningham, seconded by Kumbier to approve a fee waiver to Family Focus for Jan. 13.  Approved

Committee and Department Reports

a. Water & Sewer Commission, December 18th, 2012: President Struss recapped the meeting.  Dan was checking on a water bill issue, Midnight Sun area had tree issues to discuss.  The Village will be taking the tree down and split the cost with the Association.  Stormwater Easement paperwork has been signed and Mary Behling was reviewing for final.  Fresh Start Properties & Shared lateral with school was discussed.  Struss drafted a letter for Village attorney to review on the position of the Village with regards to the lateral.  Autopay was discussed and Shellie will look in to adding that to the Village system for our residents to use.
b. Listening Session Report: Library was discussed with the handful that were there.
c. Cable Commission: December 21, 2012:  Cable Committee met and agreed to purchase a camera, 2 Mac computers for the school and increase in wages for the year at 3%.  The Commission will not be covering any contract wages for teachers as a part of this program.
d. Bike Trails, December 13, 2012: Cambridge Foundation is driving this to connect the trails and is soundly behind it. DNR & DOT representatives met and walked the trail.  Looking in to multiple crossings,

       flashing lights and options.  Challenge will be the DOT requirements along highways.
e. Police Report, December 2012: Struss noted the calls were down.
f. Public Works, January 8th, 2013:  Christianson reported the Public Works had just met previous to this meeting.  They will continue to discuss the fee waiver requests the Village has gotten with regards to costs involved with parks, maintenance, etc.
7.  Treasurer’s Report:  September, October & November Treasurer’s Reports were presented to the board by Administrator Benish.  Nothing found out of the normal and books are in balance.  December’s should be ready for next meeting.
Motion by Trustee Cunningham and seconded by Kumbier to accept the reports for September, October and November, 2012.  Approved.

Motion made by Cunningham, seconded by Kumbier to approve the carryover of $419.86 for Art Council funds.  Motion approved.
d. Shared lateral between Fresh Start & School property: Some discussion as to how this shared lateral occurred.  The Village is going on record that the owner of the properties is “jointly” responsible for maintenance and repair of the lateral.  The Village will not be.  Mary Behling is in the process of drafting this language.  This will come back to the board for final approval.
