1. Call Village Board Meeting to Order/Roll Call 
President Struss called the meeting to order at 7:03 p.m.  Members present:  Trustee Waller, Christianson, Kumbier, Absent:  Leoni & Cunningham.  One seat remains vacant.  Staff present:  Shellie Benish, Village Administrator-Treasurer

The agenda was posted in the upper and lower levels of the Amundson Community Center, Cambridge Post Office, Cambridge News Office, Cambridge State Bank and the Village Web Site
Motion made by trustee Christianson and seconded by trustee Kumbier to move agenda item 9a and item 9f up for discussion.  Motion approved.
(9a) President Struss made a recommendation to fill the vacated Village Board seat left by Linda Begley-Korth whose term was to expire April 2014.  Motion made by trustee Waller and seconded by trustee Kumbier to approve Victoria Pavlick to the Village Board.  Motion approved.  Victoria Pavlick was sworn in by Administrator Benish and took a seat at the table.

(9f) Conditional Use permit was heard for James Lamont, WIS. Cycles, LLC, 223 Jefferson St.  Plan Commission had met previously and recommends the Village Board pass the permit.  James Lamont was present to express the need to expand to vehicle sales and light service.  Motion made by trustee Christianson with a second from trustee Pavlick and approved.

Motion made by Kumbier with a second from trustee Waller to approve consent agenda items. Motion to approve carried without negative vote.

Committee and Department Reports

a. Library-Library committee continues to actively seek out commitments for funding of the new library.  Other grant opportunities are being sought out as well.  Last committee meeting a clarification was made stating the proposed library will be on Village property and therefore be a Village entity.  Promotion and marketing materials are going out for the new library.  Reminder of the public hearing by the Village board on the library is February 26th at 6 pm
b. Plan Commission- Conditional use application for the Wis. Cycles was reviewed along with a variance request for the Pizza Pit neon sign.  Additions for the High School will be coming up.  A weight room, locker room, new main entrance some interior alterations, new roof and parking/Stormwater alterations will be made.  Repairs to the middle school and elementary school roofs will also be made.
c. Police- Joint Police met just prior to this meeting.  Amendments on the truancy ordinance were discussed.  Some changes are being requested by the police and school to help enforce the issue of truancy. The Village attorney has been working with the police to address them and a draft will be presented to the Village Board after the judge and attorney have had time to look at the changes to be made.  The issue of delivering packets was also addressed.  Administrator was advised to look in to other options for delivering system.  
d. EDC- RFP’s will be opened for the Madison St. property on February 25th; Entrepreneur Café continues to do very well; budget for the EDC was reviewed for marketing not previously planned for; Chamber is offering to cost share several items in the marketing proposal with the Village; Community Update, similar to the “Kickoff” of last year will be held on March 14th at the Amundson Center; EDC Task Force will be meeting with the EDC at their next meeting to coordinate efforts; Capstone project update will be at March’s meeting.
e. Licensing- The Shell Station will be converting to a Stop-N-Go.  Licensing committee is recommending  the Village Board approve the Beer & Liquor along with the Cigarette license to change over.  Lisa will be setting up a meeting with license holders again this year for updates and new information.

Motion made by trustee Christianson with a second from Kumbier to approve the cigarette license to Stop-N-Go.  Motion to approve carried without negative vote.

c. Funding Economic Development Efforts.
Motion made by trustee Waller with a second from Pavlick to approve the marketing budget plan for EDC in the amount of $8400.  Motion to approve carried by roll call vote 4-0, Christianson voting present.

e. Approval of Connect Communities Agreement & fee
Motion made by trustee Waller with a second from Kumbier to approve the Connect Communities Agreement for EDC.  Motion to approve carried without negative vote.
g. Street Use Permit and Community Center fee waiver request: Cambridge EMS

Motion made by trustee Waller with a second from Kumbier to approve the street use permit and the Community Center fee waiver for Cambridge EMS.  Motion to approve carried without negative vote.
