1. Call Village Board Meeting to Order/Roll Call 
President Struss called the meeting to order at 7:04 p.m.  Members present:  Trustee Waller, Christianson, Kumbier, Cunningham. Excused as Absent:  Leoni & Pavlick.  Staff present:  Shellie Benish, Village Administrator-Treasurer and Economic Development Coordinator, Linda Begley-Korth
2. Pledge of Allegiance

3. Proof of Posting 
The agenda was posted in the upper and lower levels of the Amundson Community Center, Cambridge Post Office, Cambridge News Office, Cambridge State Bank and the Village Web Site
4. Public Appearances : Newspaper representative present 
5.    Discussion and Possible Approval of Consent Agenda:

       a. Approval of Public Hearing Minutes & Village Board Minutes of February 26, 2013

Motion made by trustee Kumbier with a second from trustee Waller to approve consent agenda items. Motion to approve carried without negative vote.  Kumbier noted responses should be attached to minutes on the public hearing and also to correct “Friends of the Library” to Library Board and Library Capital Campaign committee.
Motion made by trustee Cunningham and seconded by trustee Christianson to move agenda item 9d up for discussion.  Motion approved.
(9d) RFP review for Madison St. property.  Linda Begley-Korth, Economic Development Coordinator, spoke of the two proposals received at the last EDC meeting.  Site visits need to be scheduled for the Village Board to review the properties and further discussions on the proposals.  Fact finding on the needs of the developers is key to making this successful.  Linda will work with both developers and the board to set the visits up within the next two weeks.  TIF districting was discussed and the timing of a TIF with the RFP.  The set-up of the TIF and the RFP should be simultaneous and time is of the essence.

Committee and Department Reports

a. Library-Library board met last Wednesday.  Nothing new on budget.  Trustee Waller sent a letter response out to the     Cambridge Foundation upon their request for additional information for the proposed new library.

Bills:

Motion by trustee Cunningham, seconded by trustee Waller, to approve the bills in the amount of $56197.21.   Motion carried unanimously by roll call vote.

Unfinished Business – Discussion and update regarding:
a. Fresh Start/School District shared lateral issue – letter review


President Struss drafted a letter to both parties explaining the responsibility of the lateral and the Village’s position. Village Attorney, Mary Behling has reviewed the letter as well.  The Village recommended a manhole and new sewer line be installed at this location previously and cost share.  No agreement has ever been reached by all parties.  The Village will accept NO ownership or responsibility for servicing, repairing or replacing this section of private sewer.  This letter will be recorded as part of the deed for future owners to be aware of.


Motion by trustee Christianson, second by trustee Cunningham, to approve the letter to the School District and Operation Fresh Start.   Motion carried without negative vote.
b. Update on annexation: 

Town & Country engineering is working up some models of infrastructure costs to the subject property on Hwy. 134.

New Business – Discussion and possible action regarding:
a. Contract renewal for James R. Frechette, Audit (3 year):  This contract is set to expire this year.  The proposal is for three years and has no cost increase to the Village.  
Motion made by trustee Christianson, seconded by trustee Cunningham to accept the proposal by James Frechette for Village audit, next three years in the amount of $9900/year.  Upon roll call vote, all voting in the affirmative, motion carried.
b. Contract proposal for TID Creation – Vierbicher, Ehler’s: The proposals presented will create TIF District #4 for the Village.  There was some discussion as to whether or not to hold off yet, however, based on discussion from the EDC above, time is of the essence to coordinate this effort with the RFP process.
Motion made by trustee Cunningham, seconded by trustee Waller to accept the proposal by Vierbicher in the amount of $11500 for the creation of TIF #4.  Upon roll call vote, all voting in the affirmative, motion carried.  TIF creation expenses will be covered by the TIF program.
c. Contract proposal for EDC/ TIF- General Engineering: A proposal was given to the Village for assistance in helping develop the downtown area of Cambridge with the Economic Development Coordinator.  This is information only at this point for further discussion at a later date.
d. RFP review for Madison St. property: Discussion moved up the agenda.
e. Alternative Energy:  Trustee Pavlick was absent to present this project to the Board.  This will be placed on next agenda for discussion
f. Cigarette License for DolGen Corp., LLC dba: Dollar General Store, #10132: 
Motion made by trustee Cunningham, seconded by trustee Kumbier to approve the cigarette license to DolGen Corp., LLC dba: Dollar General Store.  All voting in the affirmative, motion carried.
g. Extraterritorial CSM for Charles & Treena Fiesel, Oakland

Motion made by trustee Cunningham, seconded by trustee Waller to accept the extraterritorial CSM for Charles and Treena Fiesel, Oakland.  All voting in the affirmative, motion carried.
