MINUTES
1. Call Village Board Meeting to Order/Roll Call:  President Struss called the meeting to order at 7:00 p.m.  Members present:  Trustees Christianson, Pavlick, Cunningham, Kumbier and President Struss.  Members excused:  Trustee Waller and Leoni.  Others Present:  Lisa Moen, Village Clerk; Bob Salov, Mary Gjermo, Patty Strohbusch, Gloria Warren.
2. Pledge of Allegiance

3. Proof of Posting:  The agenda was posted in the upper and lower levels of the Amundson Community Center, Cambridge Post Office, Cambridge State Bank, Cambridge News Office and the Village Web Site. 

4. Public Appearances:  Bob Salov spoke on behalf of the Library Campaign.  There is a portfolio of the project available for public viewing in the Library.  He also provided a copy for the Village Hall.  He asked Steve Struss his opinion of the project and the importance of the plan.  Steve Struss stated that there is a large economic development impact having a library in the community, it is also a good service to have for the citizens.  The Village has always had a strong relationship with the library and has committed $400,000 to the project.  Surrounding communities have also stepped up.  County Supervisor update:  Bob will contact Laura at Dane County to look at the easement on the hide and fur property.  The village should forward the easement to Bob.  EMS update:  The EMS is running well, now running 100% in service.  Have 40 staff and looking for 10 more.
Mary Gjermo and Patty Strohbusch spoke on behalf of the Library Campaign Building Fund.  They need funds in hand by April, but would like them by January 2014.  They do need the money for matching grants for some of the grants that they have applied for.  They have raised $12,196.65 toward the Foundation matching grant.  They raised over $2,000 at a booth that they had at the Elements of Arts.  They will also be having a booth at the concerts in the park.  They have meet with the architects.  There are a number of joint issues that involve the Village and the shared space, including the heating/cooling.  Will there be two separate systems, or one combined.  Will we update at that time if we are sharing?  Can the Community Room be designated a safe spot for emergencies.  Trustee Pavlick also suggested that the Library should be included in the discussions regarding alternate energy.

Discussion and Possible Approval of Consent Agenda:

a. Approval of Village Board Minutes May 28th, 2013
b. Operators license:  Kimberly Koutaoulas, Stop-N-Go

Motion made by Trustee Kumbier, seconded by Trustee Cunningham, to approve consent agenda items as presented.  Motion carried without negative vote.

Committee and Department Reports

a. Licensing:  The Committee met and all items discussed are further down on the agenda.
b. Library:  The Library Board did meet, however, Trustee Waller was not present, so this item was tabled until the next meeting.
c. Plan Commission:  Met on June 10.  A public hearing was held on the TIF and they passed a resolution to approve the plan/and the boundary map.  This will be on the next Village Board agenda.  Jeff Milsap is the new public member.
d. Joint Police: Met before the Board meeting.  They did discuss what we can do regarding drive offs/bad checks/thefts.  It was suggested that we meet with the establishments to address the issues.  Deputy Lauritsen will look into if we can charge any type of fees for excessive, but he was hesitant as they could be possible crimes – unlike the false alarms.  The overtime for police should be on the next agenda so there can be suggestions and discussions on how this will work.

Bills:  There were questions regarding Fenley Total Inspections bill, which was higher than usual due to the permits issued to the school; and the Time – background checks for the liquor licensing.  It was also noted that the Arts Council has now received their 501(C)(3) status.
Motion made by Trustee Cunningham, seconded by Trustee Christianson, to approve the bills in the amount of $29,121.57.  Upon roll call vote, motion carried without negative vote.

Unfinished Business – Discussion and update regarding:
a.   Update on annexation:  President Struss gave a brief update of the history of this project.  Mary Behling has drawn up a petition for the Lions Club to look at.  They do have a committee that is looking at it.  
b. TIF #4:  The Joint Review Board met last week.  Everyone was very supportive of the TIF.  Plan Commission met last night and held a public hearing and passed a resolution approving the Plan and Boundaries.  This will be on the Village Board agenda for the next meeting.  The map did change slightly to include all the downtown businesses.  No residential properties are included.  There was a meeting with the Developer of the Madison Street property today.  They will have preliminary plans by July.  Phase one will be on the upper area of the property with less infrastructure needed.  They are looking at starting this summer.  This phase would be ~$2.5 million.  There was discussion about partnering with Madison College for CNA training.  
c. Dane County Easement at Hide N Fur site:  Attorney Mary Behling has reviewed the Easement Draft that Dane County has put together.  This easement is needed for the County to release the $50,000 to the Village for the property.  There are some concerns with the way it reads and the Deed Restriction put in place when the Village obtained the property with DNR funds.  Mary has recommended the DNR review the Easement language for conflicts with the deed before the Village accepts anything.  Wendy Peich from the DNR currently has the documents and is reviewing it.  At this time, we do not have any feedback.  As mentioned earlier, County Supervisor Salov will also be looking into this.
d. Alternative Energy:  Trustee Pavlick is meeting with McKinsty tomorrow.

New Business – Discussion and possible action regarding:
a.  Resolution 2013-07 Granting Alcohol  and Tobacco Retail Licenses:  The Police recommended approval of all licenses as did the Committee.  There are 2 new Licenses being applied for this year.  The Bakery is back after having a year without a license and Elegance and Design has requested a Class B Beer and Class C Wine.  It was requested that we look into how we could expand our quota – for future use in case needed.  New regulations for restaurants, populations, etc.
Motion made by Trustee Christianson, seconded by Trustee Cunningham, to approve Resolution 2013-07, Granting Alcohol and Tobacco Retail Licenses.  Motion carried.

b.  Arts Council request for liquor license waiver during Summer Concert series at Westside Park- Resolution 2013-08:  The Licensing Committee also recommended approval of this resolution.  The Clerk worked with the Police on drafting the resolution based on our current ordinances.  The Committee did suggest that we see how things work out and revisit the issue in the future if needed.
Motion by Trustee Christianson, seconded by Trustee Cunningham, to approve Resolution 2013-08, relating to Summer Concert series at Westside Park.  Motion Carried, with President Struss abstaining.

Any Other Business That May Be Brought before the Board on future agendas:  None

Correspondence: DCCVA; League of Wis. Municipalities; Focus; Vucurevich Foundation (they have pledged $50,000 for the library with certain conditions); Midwest Mattress (Trustee Christianson stated that our current service does pick up mattresses and this is not needed.)

Questions or Referral to Staff; Updates:
a. Trees were trimmed along Highway 18 and need to be picked up.  Trustee Christianson has talked to them.  It was clarified that the Village will not pick up brush if a private contractor is hired to take trees down.  It is their responsibility to clean up.
b. Grass Clippings are not picked up – they can be taken out to the compost pile.

c. Citizens should call the office for an appointment to open the brush/compost pile.  

d. There will be a listening session at the Burgundy after the meeting
