Tuesday, January 22, 2013,  7:00 p.m.
MINUTES

1.	Call Village Board Meeting to Order/Roll Call:  President Struss called the meeting to order at 7:02 p.m.  Members present:  Trustee Waller, Christianson, Kumbier, Leoni and President Struss.  Absent:  Cunningham.  One seat remains vacant.  Others present:  Shellie Benish, Village Administrator-Treasurer; Donn Trieloff
2.	Pledge of Allegiance
3.	Proof of Posting:  The agenda was posted in the upper and lower levels of the Amundson Community Center, Cambridge Post Office, Cambridge News Office, Cambridge State Bank and the Village Web Site.
4.	Public Appearances:  Donn Trieloff 
Motion made by Christianson, seconded by Kumbier to move agenda item 10-e “Discussion and Consideration of Ordinance #2013-01 Establishing Regulation for use of the Wildlife and Fishing area of the Village of Cambridge”  up accommodating guest in attendance.  Motion Approved.

Discussion held on Ordinance #2013-01 presented.  Mr. Trieloff worked on this ordinance along with Village attorney Mary Behling.  Item #10 had a spelling correction; Item #14 Change to: No abled body person shall be allowed to fish if all 4 handicap stations are in use.

Motion made by Trustee Christianson, seconded by Kumbier to accept Ordinance as amended.  Motion approved.  Bag limits will need to be determined and a Bag limit Resolution will be presented at a later time.

5.	Discussion and Possible Approval of Consent Agenda:
a.	Approval of Village Board Minutes of December 8, 2013

Trustee Leoni made a motion to approve the Consent agenda items as presented, seconded by Trustee Waller with an amendment to 6-c  of Committee Reports – Cable to include that the Cable Commission agreed to purchase equipment for the school, however, will not cover contract wages for teachers.  Motion carried.
6.	Committee and Department Reports
a.	Plan Commission, Jan. 14, 2013: Annexation of northern Village owned property discussed; Rowe Pottery applied for a variance for use with American Auction Co.  Plan Commission recommended approval to the Village Board.: Color Palettes were also discussed and Resolution 213-01 was presented to accept preapproved fonts and exterior colors.  Future discussion items will include a variance for a neon sign at Pizza Pit and an additional CUP request by others.

b. Water & Sewer Commission, Jan. 15, 2013:  Unnamed Tributary name will now be called Dahlen Creek representing the family that once owned the property there.  Easements of such are now being recorded with Dane Co.; ACH or Autopay is being set up for utility customers to use.  This should be up and running by the end of February pending testing; Shared lateral between Fresh Start and School is being addressed and a letter is being drafted by Attorney Behling; Water issue with an elderly couple was resolved with the assistance of an anonymous donor of funds and a partial write off by the Village; High pressure alarm discussed for well #2.  Future items will be LW Allen charges, updating utility maps, storage for water salt and McCann’s coming in for High St.

c. Economic Development Commission, Jan. 17: Entrepreneur Café was well attended.  Stan from CSB gave a great talk and Steve updated everyone on what was happening with the Village with regards to ED.  Next month, Vierbicher will be in attendance for a talk.

d. Fire Commission Updates:  Service calls for EMS continue to be up at 99.9% for 320 days.  Communications with EMS & Fire continue to improve.  No raises this year but coverage on benefits are up 4% instead of the 2% budgeted.  Next meeting is coming up on Jan. 23, 2013.

e. Library, Jan. 17, 2013: Library public Preview was well attended.  A presentation of the new building was given and gone through step by step.

7.  Treasurer’s Report:  December 2012 was presented to the board.  This report is in pre-audit status.  Transfers of funds are expected as a result of audit which is undergoing.

Motion made by Waller, seconded by Leoni to approve the December 2012 treasurer’s report as presented.  Motion approved.

8.	Bills:   Presented for payment in the amount of $65332.84.  

Trustee Kumbier made a motion to approve the bills, seconded by Trustee Waller.  Upon roll call vote, motion approved..

9.	Unfinished Business – Discussion and update regarding:  
a. Fresh Start/School shared lateral: Still working on a letter with attorney Behling.

b. Annexation update: Title Search ordered up for legal description prior to filing annexation papers.  President Struss has spoken to Town of Christiana in favor of the annexation.  A property owner needs to be contacted as of yet.

10.	New Business – Discussion and possible action regarding:

a.	Recommendation from Village President for vacant Village Board seat:  No recommendations yet.  President Struss is talking to people.

b.	Recommendation from Village President for Plan Commission seat:   No recommendations to fill the vacant seat left yet.  President Struss is working on this..

c.	Conditional use Permit for Rowe Pottery/American Auctioneers, 404 England St.:   
Trustee Christianson made a motion to approve the CUP for Rowe Pottery/American Auctioneers, seconded by Trustee Kumbier.  Motion carried.

d.	Discussion for partial release of escrow funds of the Melster property: A release of ½ the funds being held for the cleanup of the Melster property is being requested at this time.  This would be in the amount of $75,000  There is additional cleanup of the property still needed.  The Village will be seeding this when it is ready to do so.
Trustee Christianson made a motion to approve a partial release of funds in the amount of $75000, seconded by Trustee Leoni.  Upon roll call vote, motion carried.
11.	Any Other Business That May Be Brought Before the Board on future agendas:
a.	Library Public Hearing by the Village Board will be held on February 26th.  
b.  Madison St. RFP’s have been extended until the end of February.  

12.	Correspondence:  Family Focus group sent a nice Thank You card to the Board for granting the fee waiver previously.  Their event was very well attended and they are grateful for the Boards consideration.

13.	Meeting Announcements:  Fire Commission, Jan. 23; EDC, Jan. 28th; Plan Commission, Feb. 11; Village Board, Feb. 12; Police, Feb. 12th

14.	Questions or Referral to Staff; Updates:  Shellie is working with mortgage holders for signatures of easements needing to be obtained.  She is having some success with one and difficulty with the other.  Shellie reported staff is taking vacation time.
15.	Adjournment of Village Board Meeting:  
Trustee Christianson made a motion to adjourn, seconded by Trustee Leoni.  Motion Carried.  President Struss adjourned the January 22, 2013, Village Board meeting at 8:12 p.m.
