1. Call Village Board Meeting to Order/Roll Call:  There being a quorum present President Struss called the meeting to order at 7:00 p.m.  Members present:  Trustees Christianson, Begley-Korth, Kumbier, Waller, Struss. a. Listening Session Report – February 14:  Ken Kemler did share some ideas that are an extension from discussions at the Economic Development public meeting.
b. Water, Sewer & Stormwater Committee :  
1. They are continuing to work on the Midnight Sun Easements.  Willerup will be signing; two others have not yet signed.

2. Cross connections:  Mike Fenley may be interested, and RFP may be done

3. Ordinance for landlords- they did get some feedback from the PSC on what is allowable, and some suggestions.

4. There was some talk of the need to replace some water mains in the near future, including Pleasant Street and Dowe Street.

5. Cause of High BODs – businesses/grease traps.
c. Library Report:  Their regular meeting is next week.  They did have their annual meeting on Saturday where the annual fiscal report and standards were presented.  There was discussion on the proposed new library, with the agreement that the plan for adding on to the Amundson Center is the way to go.  Possibly work with the EDC.  There has been a new cost update completed.
d. Fire Commission Meeting:  The EMS Director has been let go.  Bob Salov is acting as director until a permanent replacement is hired.
