MINUTES
1. Call Village Board Meeting to Order/Roll Call There being a quorum present President Struss called the meeting to order at 7:00 p.m.  Members present:  Trustees Christianson, Begley-Korth, Kumbier, Waller, Leoni, Cunningham, Struss.  Absent with excuse: none.  Others Present:  Norma DeHaven, Village staff.  
2. Pledge of Allegiance

3. Proof of Posting The agenda was posted March 9, 2012 in the upper and lower levels of the Amundson Community Center, Cambridge State Bank, Cambridge News Office, Cambridge Post Office and the Village Web Site.  
4. Public Appearances – none. 
5. Discussion and Possible Approval of Consent Agenda:

Motion by Waller, second by Christianson, to approve the consent agenda comprised of:
a. Approval of Village Board meeting minutes from February 28, 2012
b. Operators License – Lindsey Vanderbilt and Sheena Sellers, Dolgencorp, LLC

Motion to approve carried without negative vote.
6. Committee and Department Report

a. Library Board – Waller noted that the board has met twice since the last report, once to review the annual report and again for regular business. They discussed the library addition vs. renovation of vacant properties within the Village.  Consensus is that there are no buildings suitable for the weight load of the books, and renovation would be excessively costly.  An addition was planned in 2007, and it is still the most viable solution at this time.  They approved payment of the invoice from the Village related to the Water Street project, from the general funds of the library rather than from the building fund, as the library fund balance exceeds what is believed to be prudent.  Waller noted that Jefferson County pays over $90,000 of the annual expenses, and the Village pays over $55,000.  Balance of funding is through donations and Dane County.
b. Plan Commission – minutes presented at the meeting.  Begley-Korth reported that they met for a preliminary review of a project, prior to formal presentation of the conditional use permit, so that the property owner could get a sense of the commission’s requirements.  Also noted that it appears that most issues related to the condo association concerns over the location of the Double S Boudain Hut smoker have been addressed.  Begley-Korth also noted that there is no basis to approve or deny the business, as the area is properly zoned for it.  Christianson stated that it is good to have the concerns on the record.  The Plan Commission will also be looking at the Smart Growth plan as it relates to the recently completed EDC plan, and a possible joint meeting may be held in the future to develop an action plan.
c. Streets & Properties Committee – Christianson reported the discussion of a possible donation of a piano to the community center from the school district.  Safe crossings on Highway 18, as well as the required sidewalks leading up to the crossing were discussed.  DOT would like the crossing to be at an intersection, suggesting England Street.  Also discussed the bike trails, canoe launch and tree removals requested.
d. Police Report – accepted,  noting that Cambridge continues to have lower call volume than Deerfield, but Cambridge requires a greater amount of officer time than Deerfield.
7. Bills Motion by Christianson, second by Kumbier, to approve the bills in the amount of $87,396.45.  Motion carried unanimously by roll call vote, with Trustee Begley-Korth abstaining from vote.   
8. Treasurer’s Report – January.  General revenues outside of the tax roll are expected to be 8.33% collected, not .08% as shown on the comments page.  These revenues are approximately 8% collected.  Overall expenditures are expected to be 8.33% spent at January 31; our expenditures are 3.48% spent, which reflects that one week of payroll paid in January was accrued back to 2011.  Tax roll collections have been settled with both Dane and Jefferson Counties for the portions that the Village collects – the July installment will be collected directly by the counties.  We are 69% collected in Dane County; 76.5% collected in Jefferson County; this is slightly higher than last year for Dane County (67% in 2010) and about the same for Jefferson County (77% in 2011).

Motion by Cunningham, second by Begley-Korth to approve the Treasurer’s Report for January 2011.  Motion carried without negative vote.

9. Unfinished Business – Discussion and update regarding:  none
10. New Business – Discussion and possible action regarding:
a. Historical Preservation Ordinance Review – Begley-Korth recommended referring this to the Plan Commission and an EDC Sub-committee for Historic Preservation.  She is concerned that care be given to designating buildings as Historic, as it greatly impacts what can be done with them.  She noted the ordinance was created in 1996 in order to have the historic school designated on the register.
b. Resolution 2012-03:Combining the Trees & Parks and the Streets & Properties Committees to create a Public Works Committee  - Struss noted that the committees have by consensus agreed with combining into one committee.
Motion by Begley-Korth, second by Cunningham, to approve Resolution 2012-03: Combining the Trees & Parks and the Streets & Properties Committees to create a Public Works Committee.  Motion carried without negative vote. 

11. Any Other Business That May Be Brought Before the Board on future agendas – none.
12. a. Christianson requested a report from the Personnel Committee meeting just prior to the Board meeting.  Cunningham noted that the committee approved reimbursement of out of pocket costs related to obtaining or maintaining a commercial driver’s license if it is a requirement of your position.

c. Begley-Korth distributed the Jefferson County Visitors guide, thanking the Chamber of Commerce for their work on getting Cambridge represented, as well as paying for part of the costs.  50,000 copies were done, and will be distributed all over Jefferson County.  Begley-Korth will also be distributing copies around the Village.

d. Cunningham asked about the wires on Hwy PQ, as they are hanging very low and farmers cannot get their equipment under them.  She also asked about providing a trash can at the Cam-Rock Trailhead on a year round basis.

15.  Adjourn Motion by Christianson, second by Begley-Korth, at 7:45 p.m. to adjourn.  Motion carried unanimously.
