1. Call Village Board Meeting to Order/Roll Call There being a quorum present President Struss called the meeting to order at 7:00 p.m.  Members present:  Trustees Christianson, Begley-Korth, Kumbier, Waller, Leoni, Cunningham, Struss. 6. Committee and Department Report

a. Economic Development – Struss reviewed that the meeting concentrated on the formation of the Strategic Task Force, with a goal of focusing on short term goals, and that their ideas will be brought back to the EDC for implementation.  The STF met tonight for their initial meeting.  The committee also discussed creation of a revolving loan fund for businesses, but no action has been taken yet and they would like to take the time to fully discuss the topic.  They also had an update on the micro business training program from John Milligan.
b. Plan Commission – Begley-Korth reported that the commission met last night to review the Smart Growth Plan which was done in 2005.  Each member will be reviewing individual sections to see if amendment or updating is necessary.  Also noted that the last portion of the Vierbicher contract was an amendment to the Smart Growth plan for Chapter 6, Economic Development.  Our current population is nearly 200 residents higher than projected in the plan for the census year.
c. Joint Police Committee – Waller reported that the speed board signs have been promised to be installed by summer.  Deputy Laurtisen will meet with the supplier to determine the best location.  Also discussed the need for bartender education  prior to license renewals in June; and the potential of adding funds in the next budget for overtime in each community.
