AGENDA
1. Call Village Board Meeting to Order/Roll Call There being a quorum present President Struss called the meeting to order at 7:02 p.m.  Members present:  Trustees Leoni, Christianson, Begley-Korth, Kumbier, Waller (7:18), Cunningham, Struss.  Absent with excuse:  none. Others Present:  Norma DeHaven, Village staff.  
2. Pledge of Allegiance

3. Proof of Posting The agenda was posted May 18, 2012 in the upper and lower levels of the Amundson Community Center, Cambridge State Bank, Cambridge News Office, Cambridge Post Office and the Village Web Site.  
4. Public Appearances – Bob Salov, Dane County Supervisor, updated the board on the Camrock Bridge project to connect CamRock II to the bike path.  He requested that a village representative attend the county board meeting when the bonding comes forward to explain the need for the bridge.  Leoni suggested that a representative from the Friends of CamRock also attend.  He also noted that he gave a presentation supporting the CamRock Sport and Café to the CDBG loan committee. 
Simone Mausser, representing the Cambridge Heritage Days, asked for a fee waiver for park use on Sunday of the event in July, and noted that they will also be submitting a parade permit for approval.  She requested to use the village dumpsters for trash removal.  Sunday will be the only day that the park will be used, as most of the events are on school grounds this  year.

6. Committee and Department Report

a. Plan Commission - members were given sections of the Smart Growth Plan to review and present the Commission with any changes that they recommend. Over all the Commission felt that we were doing well in following our Smart Growth Plan.  The EDC plan has brought a number of items to the forefront.  Begley-Korth noted that the existing plan really mirrors the Vierbicher Study, with similar concerns and goals.  She also noted that out of ten action items in the 2011 study, we are working on eight of them and have completed two of them.  Also discussed a change to our ordinances to require that garbage receptacles on commercial properties be screened from view, but determined that ordinances will not be changed at this time.
a. Joint Meeting of Audit & Finance with Public Works committees - the committees met to develop recommendations on 2013-2017 Capital Improvement Plan.  New projects include the resurface and reconstruction on North Street.  The recommended plan is to resurface North Street from Mill to Simonsen with a 1 ½” grind and overlay.  This would cost roughly $75,000.  There would be reconstruction of North Street from Simonsen to Blue Jay Way in 2016 for $375,000.  Also would like to do improvements in West Side Park to allow for better drainage for summer events to be held here.  It was suggested to move to 2013 rather than 2014. It was suggested to add Welcome to Cambridge Signs to the CIP, in 2013.  They would cost roughly $12,000.  It was suggested that the Village pay half and get donations/grants for the other half.
b. Water, Sewer & Stormwater Committee – Struss reported on the progress on the easements for the Midnight Sun Condos and the sewer connection of the Operation Fresh Start house to the school lateral.  They are working on an agreement to have the village take over ownership of the pipe.  They selected Total Inspections for the cross connection program and also reviewed the 2013-2017 Capital Improvement Plan.
