1. Call Village Board Meeting to Order/Roll Call There being a quorum present President Struss called the meeting to order at 7:02 p.m.  Members present:  Trustees Leoni, Christianson, Begley-Korth, Kumbier, Waller, Cunningham, Struss.  Absent with excuse:  none. Others Present:  Norma DeHaven, Village staff.  
2. Pledge of Allegiance

3. Proof of Posting The agenda was posted June 7, 2012 in the upper and lower levels of the Amundson Community Center, Cambridge State Bank, Cambridge News Office, Cambridge Post Office and the Village Web Site.  
4. Public Appearances  - none.
5. Discussion and Possible Approval of Consent Agenda:
Motion by Cunningham, second by Kumbier, to approve the consent agenda comprised of:
a. Approval of Village Board meeting minutes from May 8, 2012
Motion to approve carried without negative vote.
6. Committee and Department Report
a. Library Board – Waller reported that they met last Wednesday and mainly discussed the Capital Campaign Committee, the make-up and general budget and public input meetings.  Minutes will be included with the next packet.
b. Economic Development Committee – Struss reviewed that the committee received the final report from the micro-business training program, noting that it was a good program and that there are funds available for the Destination Bootcamp Program.  The revolving loan program was discussed, with positive and negatives exercise.  There was an update on the Strategic Task Force; and also discussed the grant from the Cambridge Foundation, determining that these funds should be spent on a marketing piece.  Craig Carpenter gave an update on the school task force, and there is an online survey for residents to complete.  Each member was asked to identify a type of business for active recruitment.
c. Plan Commission – Begley-Korth reported that the commission reviewed two CUP applications, which will be acted upon later in the agenda.  The commission also met with a planner to discuss a neighborhood plan for the village owned properties off Highway 134; the need to get an urban service area adjustment and the timing for this.  Reviewed the Smart Growth plan for this area, as well as the historic preservation and transportation sections of the Smart Growth plan.  They would like to have the EDC create a mission statement that could be included that is ‘business forward’.  Also discussed the idea of a food incubator as a possible use for some of the 134 lands.
d. Joint Police Committee – Waller updated that the committee met this evening, reviewed upcoming events and coverage as one deputy will shortly be on family leave.  A replacement has been selected for that period by Lt. Bolch.  The speed board sign was approved by DOT and Deputy Lauritsen will be coordinating its placement.  There has been a lot of activity in May and June, and noted that there has been a resurgence of use of heroin.  The village clerk, Lisa Moen, and Deputy Wittmann met with local business owners on licensing activity.  The med drop program has had a great start.
e. EDC Strategic Task Force – Begley-Korth reported that they met tonight with representatives for the Glacial Drumlin area, and had a presentation related to the Main Street Program; next month the meeting will focus on the Arts Council.

Brief discussion on the availability of the Administrator to assist as requested, noting that an additional 4-5 hours per week could be approved for this purpose for a limited term. This will be formally approved at the next meeting after review of the workload and requested assistance.
