MINUTES
1. Call Village Board Meeting to Order/Roll Call There being a quorum present President Struss called the meeting to order at 7:02 p.m.  Members present:  Trustees Leoni, Christianson, Begley-Korth, Kumbier, Cunningham, Struss.  Absent:  Waller. Others Present:  Norma DeHaven, Village staff.  
2. Pledge of Allegiance

3. Proof of Posting The agenda was posted July 6, 2012 in the upper and lower levels of the Amundson Community Center, Cambridge State Bank, Cambridge News Office, Cambridge Post Office and the Village Web Site.  
4. Public Appearances - Jim Tiesberg & Bob Hill, Cambridge Lion’s Club related to item 9 (a); Jim and Sue Polk related to item 9 (b).
5. Discussion and Possible Approval of Consent Agenda:

Motion by Christianson, second by Kumbier, to approve the consent agenda comprised of:
a. Approval of Village Board meeting minutes from June 26, 2012
b. Approval of Temporary Class B License – St. Pius X Catholic Church, 08/26/12
Motion to approve carried without negative vote.

Motion by Begley-Korth, second by Leoni, to amend the agenda to consider item 9(a) & 9 (b) at this time.  Motion carried without negative vote.

9 (a): New Business – Discussion and possible action regarding:
a. Request by Lion’s Club to renovate the Lagoon Building – representatives noted that they were not expecting to be able to start this project for several years, but they have received a substantial donation and they are able to begin the project.  Individuals within the club will do most of the work, except for plumbing.  They have had their plans approved by the State of Wisconsin.  Kumbier asked if there will be heat and ventilation installed; response was there will be ventilation in the bathrooms, but no heat.  A few baseboard heaters will be put in just to prevent frozen pipes in the winter.  Discussed building permit, and since this is a Village owned property, the permit fees could be reduced to the 20% of the normal fee for the costs of inspections.
Motion by Kumbier, second by Christianson, to approve the renovation for the Lagoon building by the Lion’s Club and to waive 80% of the permit fees.  Motion carried unanimously by roll call vote.
b. Resident request for use or purchase of village owned land.  Jim and Sue Polk requested that a portion of the village land on the corner of Simonson and Highway 18 be mowed and use allowed for play, picnic or gardens.  Struss questioned if they wanted to consider purchase of all or a portion of the land identified as parcel 0613-063-3000.  The land is currently zoned R-H, Residential- High Density; is .715 acres and the current use is as a prairie.  Mr. Polk noted that they initially were thinking of purchasing 100 feet of frontage.  DeHaven noted we would need a CSM to divide the lot.  There will be a Plan Commission meeting on August 7, staff to research the cost of the CSM and what, if any, easements might be on the land.
2. Committee and Department Report

a. Library Board (minutes only, report given)
b. Economic Development Committee – Struss reported on the July 3rd meeting.  Joe Pleshak and Bernie Nicholay of the Cambridge School District attended to give an overview of the referendums that are being reviewed for presentation on the November ballot.  They would like to do one for current appropriations exceeding the revenue cap, one for repairs and improvements.  The current debt that is retiring will alleviate an increase in tax levy required for these purposes.  The committee also tabled further discussion of a revolving loan program, and looked at businesses recruitment approaches.  Briefly reviewed the Destination Bootcamp proposal funded through a CDBG grant, and the marketing pieces that will be done for promotion of Cambridge which will be funded from a Cambridge Foundation grant.  Also discussed a business/arts incubator at the Prescott Mall, and the need for a project position for economic development.  Christianson questioned how long the dollars would last for this position; Struss replied that it would be a two year project position.  Any extension would need to be a result of successes in the position that warranted continuation of the position.
c. Economic Development Strategic Task Force – Begley-Korth noted that this meeting was to be focused on the Arts Council, but they determined the Kruise Night event, with coverage from Channel 15, would be a better focus for the evening.  They discussed creating a tourism arm and how it should be structured.  DeHaven to check on the legalities of hosting a blog for economic development that is open to all residents.
d. Police Report – accepted June Police Report, noting the number of calls for Deerfield actually exceeded the number for Cambridge and that there has been a very high volume of calls in the last couple of months.
3. Bills Motion by Begley-Korth, second by Cunningham, to approve the bills in the amount of $26,161.76.  Reviewed the costs for the canoe launch and the possibility of adding a sign to the area to identify it.
Motion carried unanimously by roll call vote

5. New Business – Discussion and possible action regarding:
a. Request by Lion’s Club to renovate the Lagoon Building – considered under item 5 above.
