MINUTES
1. Call Village Board Meeting to Order/Roll Call There being a quorum present President Struss called the meeting to order at 7:00 p.m.  Members present:  Trustees Waller, Cunningham, Christianson, Begley-Korth, Kumbier, Struss.  Absent with excuse: Leoni. Others Present:  Norma DeHaven, Village staff.  
2. Pledge of Allegiance

3. Proof of Posting The agenda was posted August 10, 2012 in the upper and lower levels of the Amundson Community Center, Cambridge State Bank, Cambridge News Office, Cambridge Post Office and the Village Web Site.  
4. Public Appearances  - none.
5. Discussion and Possible Approval of Consent Agenda:

Motion by Begley-Korth, second by Cunningham, to approve the consent agenda comprised of:
a. Approval of Village Board meeting minutes from July 24, 2012
b. Operator’s licenses for:  Robert Bruce Bennett, Keystone
Motion to approve carried without negative vote.
6. Committee and Department Report

a. Library Board – minutes reviewed, report previously given.  Most recent meeting minutes not yet available.
b. Joint Meeting – Plan Commission & EDC – discussed the process for annexation of village owned land in the town of Christiana.  Reviewed Capstone project application and costs for having a neighborhood plan developed by a consultant.  We will be proceeding with the annexation, and waiting until we hear if we are selected as a Capstone project before deciding on the neighborhood plan process.
c. Joint Meeting – EDC & Personnel – joint recommendation to create a .5 FTE project position, budget amendment to be discussed later on the agenda.
d. Personnel Committee – adjusted the vacation schedules to be more in line with other communities, reducing the gap between benefit allocation from 10 years to five years.  Also approved research into an employee paid benefit for income continuation insurance.  A wage increase of 3% was approved for inclusion in the 2013 budget calculations.
e. Joint Police Committee – Waller reported discussion on the 2013 budget, including an increase from the county of 3% for contract wages.  Deerfield is uncertain whether they will be able to increase the court clerk wages by the proposed 3%, but they are recommending inclusion of the contract wage increase for police.  Speed sign will be up shortly in Cambridge, we are waiting on some of the parts for the mounting post. There has been a significant positive impact in Deerfield since they put their sign up.  Discussed coverage issues as two officers will be out for family leave.  Dane County will be filling the temporary vacancies.  Also discussed adding event coverage to each village budget for overtime.  The potential cost of adding a new officer would be about $110,000 split between the villages.
f. Economic Development Strategic Task Force – Minutes only, report given.  Begley-Korth reported on a meeting attended with members of the Chamber of Commerce, discussion related to the concert series held, and plans for this in the coming year.  Members wanted the board to know that what the Village is doing, and trying to do, for economic development is appreciated.  The task force will be meeting on August 16, 2012.  There is a need for a person with interest in historic preservation to be appointed to the task force, as Duke Mihajlovic has resigned.
7. Bills Motion by Begley-Korth, second by Cunningham, to approve the bills in the amount of $74,592.27.    Motion carried unanimously by roll call vote.
8. Unfinished Business – Discussion and update regarding:  none
9. New Business – Discussion and possible action regarding:
a. Temporary Class B Liquor License for the Volunteer Fire Department Annual Dance, Sept. 15, 2012

Motion by Christianson, second by Kumbier, to approve Temporary Class B Liquor License for the Volunteer Fire Department Annual Dance, Sept. 15, 2012.Motion carried unanimously without negative vote.

b. Resolution 2012-11:  Approving Jurisdictional Transfer of CTH B from Dane County to the Village of Cambridge

DeHaven reviewed the process of transitioning the responsibility for the roadway after reconstruction to urban standards that has been the policy of the county for several years.  We currently plow this section, so the main impact would be in future reconstructions and sealing or patching.
Motion by Christianson, second by Begley-Korth , to approve Jurisdictional Transfer of CTH B from Dane County to the Village of Cambridge.  Motion carried unanimously without negative vote.

c. Amending 2012 Budget for Fund 250, Economic Development Fund
Motion by Cunningham, second by Kumbier, to approve Amending 2012 Budget for Fund 250, Economic Development Fund.  

Struss reviewed the potential for this position to pursue grants and new development.  The next step would be to prepare a position description and goals for approval by the Economic Development committee and Personnel committee.  This amendment only allocates funding, it does not finalize the position being hired this year.
Motion carried by a vote of 5 ayes, 1 nay (Christianson)  by roll call vote.
10. Any Other Business That May Be Brought Before the Board on future agendas

a. Farm Land Lease Request for Proposals – an advertisement for bids was reviewed for distribution to all those that have bid on the land lease in the past, and notice published in the Cambridge News.
b. Letter of Support requested by Arts Council for use of village staff for the 2013 concert series to use as in kind match for their grant application.
