1. Call Village Board Meeting to Order/Roll Call:  President Struss called the meeting to order at 7:00   p.m.  Members present:  Trustees Cunningham, Begley-Korth, Kumbier, Leoni, Waller and Struss.  Absent with Excuse:  Trustee Christianson.  Others present:  Lisa Moen, Village Staff; Bernie Nikolay, Cambridge School District
2. Pledge of Allegiance

3. Proof of Posting:  The agenda was posted on October 5, 2012 in the uppr and lower levels of the Amundson Community Center, Cambridge state Bank, Cambridge News Office, Cambridge Post Office and the Village Web Site.   
4. Public Appearances  
a. Presentation on School Referendums:  Bernie Nikolay was present to give a presentation on the upcoming referendum questions.  There will be two separate questions on the November 6, 2012 ballot.  The First question would exceed the revenue cap by $550,000 in 2013/14 and $1,500,000 in 2014/15 through 2016/17.  This would be to maintain programming, class sizes, curriculum renewal and technology infrastructure.  The second questions would be for project costs not to exceed $4,635,000 for a debt payment term of 15 years.  This would be for repairs and replacements to roofs and boiler and to updates portions of the high school.

Motion by Cunningham, Seconded by Begley-Korth, to approve the consent agenda comprised of:

a. Listening Session Report:    There were some people present, mainly for Norma DeHaven’s sendoff.   
b. Library Board:  The library would like to be included in any discussion regarding the Madison Street project.
c. Economic Development Strategic Task Force:  Meets on Thursday with the Economic Development Committee
d. Economic Development Committee:
e. Joint Police Committee:  Deputy Day will be returning from Paternity Leave.  There was discussion about applying for additional grants to put another speed board up in each community.
f. Personnel Committee:       Seven interviews are scheduled for this Wednesday and Friday for the Administrator/Treasurer position.  Resumes are due on Friday for the Economic Development Coordinator position.

Motion by Begley Korth to refer to the Public Works Committee, seconded by Kathy Cunningham.  Motion carried.
b. Request from Daisy Girl Scout Troop 2128 from Cambridge to use the Amundson Center for their monthly meeting, fee waiver requested:  They did use the center last school year for their meetings and the fees were waived.  They would arrive before the library closed, and the library would lock the doors when they left.  The girl scouts would leave from south door.
Trustee Begley-Korth made a motion to approve the request for Daisy Girl Scout Troop 2128 to use the Amundson Community Center for their monthly meetings, and to approve their request for fee waivers, seconded by Trustee Kumbier.  Motion carried.
c. Development of the Madison Street Property:  There are currently four developers interested in the property.  There was discussion regarding ways to get proposals for interested developers – the Economic Development Coordinator, Vierbrechers, and RFP, the EDC’s role in the process.  
Trustee Kumbier made a motion to contact Vierbrechers for a proposal for an RFP for the Madison Street properties, not to exceed $1,000, seconded by Trustee Begley-Korth.  Motion carried unanimously on a roll call vote.
