RFP deadline for Madison St. project is Jan. 25, 2013.

CSM for Patricia New Trust, Porter Drive, Town of Oakland:
Trustee Cunningham made a motion to approve the CSM for the New Trust property, seconded by Trustee  Kumbier.  Motion carried.

e.
Discussion and consideration of additional stipend for ED position in the amount of $20/mo for dental insurance coverage:
Trustee Cunningham made a motion to approve the stipend amount of $20/mo for the ED position, seconded by Trustee Waller.  Upon roll call vote, motion carried.
f.
Discussion and possible action supporting of Library Expansion:


Bob Salva from the Library Board was present among the other members of the library board.  Bob presented the current cash flow position of the library for expansion purposes.  The library board is requesting the Village Board move its proposed capital expenditure plan of 2016 construction for the new library to 2014.  The library board has secured over 1/3 of the financing for the project at this time.  It is the library board’s hope to secure remaining funds needed by donations and participation of surrounding communities that utilize the library.  Village funds that may be needed should be far less by moving it up and by securing other funds.  There is also a request to the Village Board to supply a letter of support to the Cambridge Foundation on behalf of the library expansion.

Trustee Waller made a motion to  move up the construction and financing of this project based on feedback from the public hearing to be held in January, seconded by Trustee Cunningham.  Upon roll call vote, motion carried.  Shellie will draft a letter to the Foundation in support for Village President to sign.


      g.  Discussion and consideration of Cambridge Foundation request for 2013:

President Struss asked whether our request for the furnace replacement was too much for this request.  Our total request from the Village is at $81,000.  After some discussion, the request for the furnace and other items will be left in the request and should be sent in.
