MINUTES
1. Call Village Board Meeting to Order/Roll Call:  President Struss called the meeting to order at 7:01 p.m.  Members present:  Trustees Christianson, Cunningham, Waller, Kumbier, Pavlick, Leoni.  Others present:   Shellie Benish, Administrator-Treasurer

0. Pledge of Allegiance

0. Proof of Posting:  The Agenda was posted in the upper and lower levels of the Amundson Community Center, Cambridge Post Office, Cambridge State Bank, Cambridge news office and the Village Web Site.   

1. Public Appearances:  Patty Strohbusch, Mary Gjermo

2. Discussion and Possible Approval of Consent Agenda:
a. Approval of Village Board Minutes, April 23, 2013
b.  Operator’s Licenses: Kurt’s Place: Jessica Osborn; Bernadette Cavillo; Megan Haas
Trustee Kumbier made a motion to approve consent agenda items, with a second from Trustee Cunningham.  Motion carried without negative vote.
6.    Committee and Department Reports
a. Plan Commission: Plan Commission met to discuss the TIF#4 project and plan; Teresa Hong did a presentation on Neighborhood Concept Plan for the property located on Hwy. 134.  She will be presenting it to the Village Board at the next meeting on the 28th of May.
b. Licensing: Just met prior to this meeting.  The Village Board will be taking up the matter of a liquor license premise extension for Kurt's Place later in this meeting.
c. Library Board: Mary & Patty visited several other libraries around the area.  They were researching how "Design Committees" were formed in the construction phase.  They have identified key people that would benefit the Cambridge Library Project.   A meeting for design/construction will be set up.  Approximately $4390 has been raised towards the match of the Foundation donation as of the end of April and an additional $700 so far in May.
    
7.    Bills: This bill run includes a loan payment.  Trustee Christianson asked about the Tree budget for 2013 and the bill for Steve Johnson for curb work done.  This item should have been addressed at the Public Works committee first.  President Struss apologized for this.  Shellie will have tree budget numbers for next meeting.  President Struss had an offer from the Foundation to address the LanDesign bill and Shellie is to forward that one to Cambridge Foundation.  This is for work done on the PARC Grant recently submitted to extend the trails which the Foundation is very much in support of.

Trustee Cunningham made a motion to pay the bills in the amount of $157472.81, seconded by Kumbier.  Upon roll call vote, motion approved.

8.    Unfinished Business – Discussion and update regarding:
a. Update on annexation:  President Struss had no update at this time.  
b. RFP – Madison St. property: There is a meeting scheduled on May 21st with the At Home Again folks to begin discussions of a developer's agreement.
c. TIF #4 : Boundaries have been set to identify the TIF 4 project area.  A Public Hearing has been set for June 10th

9.    New Business – Discussion and possible action regarding:
a. Recommendation for vacant Plan Commission seat by Village President: President Struss is recommending former Village President Jeff Milsap for the vacant Plan Commission seat.  

Motion made by Trustee Christianson to approve Jeff Milsap, with a second from Trustee Waller.  All voting in the affirmative, motion carried.

b. Discussion and Possible action for a Class B Beer and Liquor license application for Pretty Boy Productions, LLC d/b/a Kurt’s Place and extension of Premise.  Kurt’s Place is extending is business to include a game room and handicap accessibility.  

Motion made by Trustee Leoni, seconded by Trustee Waller to approve license extension of premise to Kurt’s Place.  Discussion occurred and there is concern over the debris left outside, noise and vandalism.  Board can mention these items to the bar owner.  Motion carried on a vote of 6-1 Pavlick opposed

c. Consider Resolution 2013-2 Requesting Dane County To Exercise its Municipal Park Powers Within the Village of Cambridge. (PARC Grant)  The PARC Grant was filled out by President Struss with assistance from Margaret of LanDesign. This grant will hopefully help the Village extend the trail system through the Village and include landscape/retaining walls.  The Village will have one year to use the grant if given and some of the Village cost incurred can be recovered through the TIF #4.

Motion made by Trustee Cunningham, seconded by Trustee Kumbier to approve Resolution 2013-2 Requesting Dane County to Exercise its Municipal park Powers Within the Village of Cambridge for the PARC Grant application.  Motion approved without negative vote.

d. Consider going out for snow plow bids.

Trustee Christianson made a motion to go out for snow plow bids, seconded by Trustee Cunningham and approved without negative vote.

e. Village forfeitures: Judge Milsap relayed that she does have it within her authority to assign accordingly to each case.  The recommendation is to leave current forfeiture structure as is.  Shellie will relay this information to the Police department.

Trustee Christianson motioned to table this issue until the inspector could file his report of the site, seconded by Trustee Kumbier and approved without negative vote.
