REGULAR BOARD MEETING

Tuesday, January 28, 2014, 6:30 p.m.
Minutes
1. Call Village Board Meeting to Order/Roll Call 
Christianson, Fahley, Kumbier, Struss   Leoni, Cunningham, Waller Excused. Also present: Linda Begley-Korth, Interim Administrator – EDC. 
2. Pledge of Allegiance
3. Proof of Posting: Upstairs & Downstairs Village Hall, CSB, Cambridge News, Post Office 
4. Public Appearances:   Marco Damiani, Pam Lee, Sean Currie, Patty Strohbusch, 
Marco Damiani: Trustee Kumbier motioned with a second by Trustee Christianson to move Marco’s Proclamation from 9d to Public Appearances – all ayes.  

President Struss read the Proclamation into the record and congratulated Marco for winning the NFL Punt, Pass & Kick Competition. Marco’s father thanked his family and the community for supporting his son’s efforts. 
Pam Lee: Trustee Fahley motioned with a second by Trustee Kumbier to move Pam’s request from 9a to Public Appearances – all ayes.

President Struss initiated the discussion by reading parts of the current Pit Bull and other Dangerous Animals Ordinance. Pam requested permission to adopt a Pit Bull Mix dog and also requested that the Village consider changing the ordinance. Pam presented a history of the dog they wish to adopt which included the Humane Society evaluations, evaluations by an animal behaviorist, and their Veterinarian’s evaluations of both the dog and the Lee family. All evidenced a kind, loving, non-aggressive dog who has bonded with the Lee family. Pam also presented details of Breed Specific ordinance repeals and changes in neighboring communities

Trustee Fahley moved and Trustee Kumbier seconded to allow an exception from the Pit Bull and Other Dangerous Animals Ordinance to the Lee Family – all ayes. Board also agreed to study the ordinance and consider future changes.
Patty Strohbusch: Library raised (and surpassed) the funds necessary to match the $100,000 challenge grant. They have also collected most of the funds pledged by local municipalities. The Board congratulated Patty for all of her hard work.
Trustee Kumbier motioned to move the Alternate Energy presentation from 8a to Public Appearances with a second by Trustee Fahley – all ayes.
Sean Currie and McKinstry Group: McKinstry Group is one of the largest Energy and Facility Service companies in the United States. They provided an energy consumption overview for the Village that included the Village Hall (Amundson Center), Water Treatment Plant, Garage and Water Tower. Noted that lights in the Village Hall were replaced by more efficient F8 but could be even more efficient if replaced by newer, more high performance lamps. Recommended that Village look to installing LED with the new renovation and believed could update and/or replace mechanics with efficient, high performance motors and equipment. Currie also suggested that the building envelope (doors, windows, etc.) be changed or retrofitted; and that the village take a good look at water conservation in all of its buildings. They touched on Solar Panel use as well. Earlier they explained their Performance Contracting Model of payment. Payment for services was based on energy savings created at the end of the project installation. The amount by which the customer’s utility bills were reduced was the amount paid to McKinstry each month until the total project cost was matched. That amount and payment time varies with the complexity of the project and may range from a 5 to 20 year payback.  Board discussed next steps with McKinstry. They will provide the Village with a proposal for a detailed audit/recommendations for the board’s review.
