1. Call Village Board Meeting to Order:  President Struss called the meeting to order at

	Voiced complaints pertaining to the size of the new Trash Bins, both requested smaller bins.

Mary Gjermo, Library Board
	Announced that the Library construction bids would be out the next day; that $6,000 was added to the building fund and that the fundraising committee was making a second appearance at the Town of Lake Mills Board meeting to request funds. 
	
Bill Ranguette, Frank Peregrine and Jeff Kossman – Winery Development
	Kossman: He described lot sizes and types; identified green spaces (out lots) within residential areas which will be owned and maintained by the Winery; identified future commercial expansion along Highway 12/18; pointed out the path of the bike trail and the wayside space for bikes by the water tower. He described the location and types of 3 retention pond and noted that the infrastructure will follow the road way. He said that the Village will provide acceleration/deceleration lanes off of 134 and noted that 60% of the development will remain green and agricultural. Family lots are starter homes to be marketed between $225,000 and $275,000 including lot. Estate Lots will be marketed at or around $95,000. Kenseth Way will have sidewalks on both sides, with street lights and curb & gutter.  
Frank Peregrine: Vineyard and Winery development will hopefully start planting in the Spring. The Tasting Room will be a couple of years out. He is considering installing sidewalks along the road to the Winery. There will lots of pruning and spraying – all as organic as possible. There will be grass paths between the rows of vines – consistently mowed. Vineyard will have a production facility/tasting room. It will be fun and upscale with outdoor patios facing South and looking over the Vineyard. Small plates and wood fired pizzas will likely be served. In the future there may be a special event venue.
President Struss provided an overview of the Village financial commitments as they were currently being negotiated in the Developer’s Agreement. 
Trustee Christianson noted that the Plan Commission did recommend that the Village Board approve pursuing the project. 

Trustee Christianson made a motion to approve moving the project forward to achieve a financial agreement with the Village and the approvals from the Village Attorney and Village Engineer. There was a second by trustee Kumbier. All Ayes. Motion was carried.
