MINUTES
1. Call Village Board Meeting to Order/Roll Call 

President Struss called the meeting to order at 6:30 p.m. Roll Call: Kumbier, Cunningham, Waller, Christianson and Struss.  
Leoni and Fahley excused absence. Also  present: Linda Begley-Korth, Interim Administrator/ED Coordinator.
2. Pledge of Allegiance
3. Proof of Posting: Upper & Lower level of Amundson Center, Cambridge News, Cambridge State Bank and the Post Office. 
4. Public Appearances: Peg Sullivan and Mary Gjermo, Library Board.  Julie and Jim Lesser, Carl and Pauline Nurmi, Land of the Midnight Sun Condominiums, and Officer John Vandeburgt.  

Lessers and Nurmis appeared to question the exemption from the Dangerous Dog Ordinance the Village Board approved for the 
Lee family’s Pit Bull Mix. Lessers and Nurmis are neighbors to the Lees and complained about having what they consider to be a 
potentially dangerous dog  so close to their homes. They asked the board to rescind the exemption and remove the dog. Mr. 
Lesser felt that the neighbors should have been notified regarding the change. They also charged that the Lees did not properly 
care for their former dog. President Struss stated that the Lees provided the board with sufficient evidence to determine that the 
dog would be safe within the Village. Carl Nurmi told the board that the process was flawed  - that the ordinance should have 
been followed. He said that they (Lessers and Nurmis) will call the police each time they witness a violation by the dog owners 
until such time as the dog is removed. He also asked how many times the police will allow violations before removing the dog.


Officer Vandeburgt responded that every apparent violation is considered separately within the context of the situation and takes 
into account the intent of the owners and the animal. The board thanked all for their input.


Officer Vandeburgt then addressed the board to warn the community about a Publisher’s Clearinghouse scam that is operating in 


the area. Victims are contacted by phone or email and are told that they are winners but in order to claim their winnings, they 
have to send store gift cards (like Walgreens Gift Card) preloaded with a specific amount to a certain address. They are then 
assured that once these cards are received, they will be sent their winnings. However, the victims never receive any prizes and 
the gift cards are cashed without a trace.



Bob Salov appeared later during the meeting. Reported that EMS is going well. Said that the County Board is dealing with 
Mineral Extraction and that there is currently a controversy concerning the highway construction CUP process. There was a 
discussion of the 911 sender board which they are still testing. Paging continues to be a problem as well. Salov said that the 
demolition of the Kenneth house has been out off for another year. He also announced that the Library Fundraising will continue 
 asked that the board members and other interested community members help convince Lake Mills township to approve the 
Library’s funding request.

The Operator’s License Request will be sent to committee for further review. Trustee Cunningham moved to approve 
the minutes with a second by Trustee Kumbier.

b. Library Board


Trustee Christianson made a motion to move item 9a to 6b with a second by Trustee Cunningham. All ayes. Motion 

carried.



Val Shutte from River Architects discussed the Library Contractor Bid Opening. Vogel Bros was the low bid. However, 



because even the lowest bid came in higher than expected, the Library Board will work with Vogels to discover ways to, 

hopefully, reduce the estimated cost. Shutte also informed the Village that the parking lot will need to be repaved as part 

of the construction at an estimated cost of $30,000. He then said there was an alternate bid for remodeling the current 

Community Room that came in around $24,000. Trustee Waller said that the Library Board will meet on April 2 and 

then will bring recommendations to the Village Board on April 8. Library Board expects to break ground on April 30 

with a January completion date.

c. Water/Sewer


Meters are almost all completed. Bids on Terrace-Pleasant projects will be published the next two weeks. A pipe 

defroster was ordered. The committee also discussed the Artesian well in Spring Water Alley and its potential impact to 

the parking lot construction.

7. Bills - Trustee Cunningham made a motion to pay the bills in the amount of $51,224.76. Motion was seconded by Trustee Kumbier. Roll Call Vote. All Ayes.  Motion carried.
8. Unfinished Business – Discussion and update regarding:
a. CARPC Progress for Vineyards at Cambridge


Linda provided update: all is going well and hoping to get approvals by July.

b. McKinstry proposal clarification


Decided to table for now. Will revisit when things slow down.
9. New Business – Discussion and possible action regarding:
a. Library Bid Opening (moved to 6b.)
b. Administrator/Treasurer Position


Made offer to Judy Weter who accepted. Her start date is April 7. Trustee Kumbier moved to hire Ms. Weter at the 

salary and with the benefits negotiated by the Personnel Committee. Trustee Cunningham seconded. Roll Call. All Ayes. 

Motion carried.

c. Temporary Class B License for Lions Club April Open House


Trustee Cunningham moved to approve license with a second by Trustee Kumbier. All Ayes. Motion carried.

d. Elevator Inspection and Recommendations


Declined because it has not been budgeted.

e. Schreiber & Anderson Proposal


Declined proposal. Linda and Warren will create the amendment for the Smart Growth Plan.

f. Emergency Siren Replacement and possible Relocation


Trustee Christianson moved to replace siren at current, but higher location as long as there is no cost to the Village. 

Trustee Waller seconded. All Ayes. Motion carried.

Trustee Cunningham moved to Adjourn to closed session per 19.85(1) (e) Deliberating or negotiating the purchasing of public 
properties, the investing of public funds, or conducting other specified public business, whenever competitive or bargaining 
require a closed session; and (c) Considering employment, promotion, compensation or performance evaluation data of any 
public employee over which the governmental body has jurisdiction or exercises responsibility. Second by Trustee Kumbier. All 
Ayes. Motion Carried.
