MINUTES
1. Call Village Board Meeting to Order/Roll Call: President Struss called the meeting to order at 7:06 p.m.  Members present; Trustees Christianson, Pavlick, Waller, Cunningham, Leoni, Kumbier. Others present:  Administrator Benish  (Trustee Leoni showed at 7:29 pm)
2. Pledge of Allegiance

3. Proof of Posting: The agenda was posted in the upper and lower levels of the Amundson Community Center, Cambridge Post Office, Cambridge State Bank, Cambridge News Office and the Village website.
4.
Public Appearances: Patty Strohbusch was present to give an update on the library campaign efforts.  She was happy to report funds to date towards the matching grant at $6239.  A couple people have been identified to sit on the construction/design committee for the library, Peg Sullivan and Linda Begley Korth.

Discussion and Possible Approval of Consent Agenda:

a. Approval of Village Board Minutes May 14th, 2013

b. Operator’s Licenses: Stop N Go; Cyle Pearson, Carl Larsen, Angela Tipton, Crystal Fischer-Rusch, Andrew Scott Lillge, Tasha Marie Hawley; Traci Isler

Motion made by Trustee Cunningham, seconded by Trustee Kumbier to approve consent agenda items as presented.  Motion carried without negative vote.
Motion made by Trustee Cunningham, seconded by Trustee Kumbier to move agenda item 10-a up for presentation by Teresa Hong on the  Neighborhood Concept Plan of Village property located off Hwy. 134.  
A winery, restaurant, CSA & community gardens have been planned with residential living for this area.  Botham Wines was brought in for the discussion.  This project plan would help with tourism and keep the agricultural focus by implementing the winery.  Planting plan was factored in, street light design will be unique to the site and utilize the seasons and be planters as well.  The lighting would give more of a private feeling to the area.  Existing soil quality allows for natural drainage of the site. 
The goal at this site would be to return back to agriculture, create revenue, jobs, tourism for the Village.  Trustee Waller expressed his excitement and amazement at this project.  Waller stated this is "real" fun and real world experience that can't be taken away from Cambridge.  This is unique to our area.  Teresa's goals throughout her project, were to maximize the environmental benefits for the site with using future thinking.  
Residential development wouldn't occur right away.  They would be drawn to the area as a result of the winery/restaurant area.  Waller stated that Cambridge really needs to look at this hard.  Finding the business to anchor it is the key. Great job Teresa and Congratulations on your graduation from UW Madison!
6.
Committee and Department Reports

a. Economic Development: Introduced a new member, Lori Jensen.  Linda presented her report: several workshops coming up; planning of a Economic Summit is being looked into; the marketing piece is being worked on; meeting with some potential developers.    Prescott Mall owner, potential spa business', Jimmy Johns has sold and will be an Asian restaurant. Committee got updated on TIF 4.  Andy Wallman has offered to assist the Village with branding and marketing.  CDBG for $20k is available for business training.  Linda is working on planning a program utilizing the funds.  She will be putting out a survey to the businesses to determine the needs and interest.
b. Water & Sewer: McCann's televised Spring St.  There are some serious issues here.  We can line the sewer pipes versus replacing them.  High St.  & Carpenter's property location also needs attention.  Shellie is to look in to financing once the numbers are in from McCann's.  COWC is responsible for a sewer line issue north of Village.  We will share cost.  Cambridge Courts & Lawn St. drainage issues were discussed.  Town & Country Engineers were out and staked the properties for elevations.  A resident addressed the board with a water issue.  The committee offered some suggestions to help her resolve her issue.  E-Packets & legislation update.

c. Listening Session of May 14th:  Listening Session was held at the Keystone.  No one was present.  Board wishes to remind everyone the Listening Sessions are a great time to meet with the board in a more relaxed, casual setting to discuss Village business.
d. Public Works: Public Works Committee met prior to Village Board and majority of items are discussed under item 10.
Motion made by Trustee Cunningham, seconded by Trustee Kumbier to move item 8 (Treasurer’s Report) up on the agenda.  Motion carried without negative vote.

7.   Treasurer’s Report: 

Motion made by Trustee Waller to accept the Treasurer’s Report, seconded by Trustee Cunningham.  Motion carried without negative vote.  Note to the report: Advanced Disposal came in with a recycling rebate of $17764 from 2008-2012 written in the contract.  The funds will be used against the garbage/recycling expenses in 2013.
8.
Bills:
Motion made by Trustee Kumbier, seconded by Trustee Cunningham to approve the bills in the amount of $41599.07. Upon roll call vote, motion carried without negative vote.
9.
Unfinished Business – Discussion and update regarding:

a. Update on annexation: Steve is continuing to work with Roxanne Schiller for the Lion's Club on this.
b. TIF #4 : Boundaries have been set.  Village will remain under the 12% limit cap at 8%.    A Joint Review Board meeting has been set for June 5th, Public hearing June 10th with Plan Commission right after to review the boundaries and discuss the project.
c. Final Payment for Madison St. property: Terry Gorman has been discussing the property condition with Steve.  It has been agreed that the Village could hold out funds from final payment to bring in fill and level it out on site.  Village building inspector has been out to review the site and believes it is the best it’s going to get.  T & T Stone has provided a quote to bring in fill and level site for $1300.
Motion made by Trustee Kumbier, seconded by Trustee Cunningham to release the funds of minus the amount provided by T & T Stone of $1300 to bring in fill and level site.  Fund release would be $73700.  Upon roll call vote, motion carried without negative vote.
d. Alternative Energy: Trustee Pavlick has attended many meetings on this and has been truly enlightened.  A connection was made with Glenn Bolt of McKinstry.  McKinstry is a company that focuses on alternative energy projects and could provide the Village with an energy audit for the Village at no charge.
Motion made by Trustee Christianson, seconded by Trustee Leoni to have McKinstry contacted for the energy audit.  Motion carried without negative vote.  Trustee Pavlick will contact McKinstry and set it up.
10.
New Business – Discussion and possible action regarding:

a. Presentation on Neighborhood Plan- Capstone Presentation by Teresa Hong: Item moved up for discussion.  Notes above.
b. Cambridge Arts Council request for a Public Art Piece: The Arts Council presented a plan to the Public Works Committee prior to this board meeting.  The design that is proposed, would be mosaic tiles created by the children of the community and be a 4 sided piece placed in Westside Park.  This would be a permanent placement piece and would not be moved.  It would be grouted to finish so as not having any sharp edges or face.  The Art Council would maintain it and install it.  It would be a wonderful addition to the community.  Public Works is recommending acceptance of the Village Board.
Motion made by Trustee Waller, seconded by Trustee Cunningham to accept the recommendation of Public Works Committee in placing the Art piece in Westside Park.  Motion carried without negative vote.
c. Consider Resolution 2013-3 for Crack Fill and Black Slag Road Projects 2013- Bids:  Public Works Committee reviewed bids received.  They are recommending the Village Board accept the bid from Fahrner Asphalt in the amount of $24263.
Motion made by Trustee Kumbier, seconded by Trustee Leoni to award the bid from Fahrner Asphalt with Resolution 2013-3 in the amount of $24263.  Upon roll call vote, motion carried without negative vote.
d. Consider Resolution 2013-4 relating to the annual CMAR Report for 2012:  Annual CMAR or Compliance Maintenance Annual Report was presented to the Village Board.  This report represents compliance with DNR standards on the sewer system operations of the Village.  Dan Dudley has prepared the report with assistance from Administrator Benish to accomplish this.  It requires annual review of the Village Board before final submittal and is generally due June 1 yearly.  There is another report done specifically for the Wastewater Treatment plant and is filed by the operator there.  Should the Village fall below DNR standards set in this report, the Village could be mandated to come in to compliance.
Motion made by Trustee Christianson, seconded by Trustee Kumbier to approve Resolution 2013-4 as it relates to the CMAR.  Motion carried without negative vote.

e. Consider Resolution 2013-5 for conveyance of a perpetual easement to Dane County for the former Hide and Fur site:  This resolution pertains to the release of funds by Dane County of $50,000 to the Village for an easement of property on the old Hide & Fur site.  The resolution has been found as a non-requirement for the Village; however the easement documents do need to be signed for the release.  Administrator Benish recommends to the Board that the easement documents drafted by the County, be reviewed by Attorney Behling for any potential conflicts prior to signing.

Motion made by Trustee Christianson, seconded by Trustee Leoni to table this discussion until attorney Behling has had an opportunity to review the easement drafted by Dane County.  Motion carried without negative vote. 
f. Consider Resolution 2013-6 for Snow Plow Truck: Public Works Committee reviewed bids for this project prior to this board meeting along with Larry Olson, Public Works.  Public Works is recommending the Village Board accept the Lakeside International bid for the chassis at $64084.76 and the Madison Truck- Bid-B for $42986 Plow & Box.
Motion made by Trustee Christianson, seconded by Trustee Kumbier to accept the recommendations of the Public Works Committee and award the bids using funds from the Village’s reserve funding and not needing a loan for purchase.  Upon roll call vote, motion carried without negative vote.

Any Other Business That May Be Brought before the Board on future agendas:  

a. Arts Council request for liquor license waiver during Summer Concert series at Westside Park.  Possible action regarding an exception to Village ordinances 9.12.020 relating to outside consumption of alcohol.
