MINUTES
1. Call Village Board Meeting to Order/Roll Call:  President Struss called the meeting to order at 7:04 p.m.  Members Present: Trustee Christianson, Waller, Cunningham, Kumbier, Leoni.  Absent: Pavlick  Also present:  Shellie Benish, Administrator-Treasurer
Trustee Pavlick has submitted her resignation to Village President Struss.  A vacant position is available for Village Trustee.  We thank Pavlick for her time served with the Village and wish her well.

2. Pledge of Allegiance

3. Proof of Posting:  The agenda was posted in the upper and lower levels of the Amundson Community Center, the Cambridge State Bank, Cambridge News Office, Cambridge Post Office and the Village Website.
4. Public Appearances:  Errin Welty of Vierbicher, Patty Strohbusch, library.
Patty states we are at $12000 towards the matching grant of the Foundation.  A little snag on construction with the need of a topographic survey with floodplain information.  Shellie will work to see what can be obtained.

Discussion and Possible Approval of Consent Agenda:

a. Approval of Village Board Minutes June 11, 2013

b. Operators license:  Rob Zibell, Kurt’s Place; Jeremy Jacobson, Katy’s Corner; Jeffrey Bloedel, Allison Jelenchick, Olivia von Blomberg, Camrock Café; Elaine Schreiber, Anissa Rusch, Burgundy Aura, Danya Myers,. Cambridge Cooler.
Trustee  Cunningham motioned to approve consent agenda items, with a second by trustee Kumbier.  Motion approved without negative vote.
6.
Committee and Department Reports

a. Water & Sewer: McCann's hired to line the sewer at Spring St., Carpenter’s and High St. at $60k; Resolution to the leak between connecting sewer with Town of Oakland.  COWC owns the line.  We will fix it but turn the bill over to COWC. Dan going out for bids on repairing black top and curb damaged from water line leaks.  Another water line leak.  Corrosive soils damaged bolts.  Replacements done and annodes added. 
b. Economic Development: Linda has Met with WEDC Rep. Jason Scott; County Exec Joe Parisi will be visiting Cambridge Friday 06-28-2013;  Brittany Eggert has joined Village of Cambridge as an intern for EDC.  Brittany is with us for the summer and has already created Social networks sites on Facebook and Twitter for the EDC; CDBG grant has been rewritten for the Micro Business Grant.  Looking at a retreat for 2 days and 1 night (optional) at a location close.  This will focus on developing individual business strategies and an overall marketing strategy for the Village as a destination; Branding this summer.  Marketing materials should follow based on this creation.  Andy Wallman will be assisting the Village in this branding effort; Task Force is meeting with the Chamber and other groups to create an event that combines elements unique to the area;  Linda is looking for help to get a community re-investment fund started.  Private investors pool their money to give out low interest loans to businesses unique to Cambridge only; WEDC thinks it would be a good idea to do a housing study in Cambridge.  Linda will call Errin at Vierbicher to discuss the possibility;  Possible winery for the Hwy. 134 property.  Linda has contacted a business and a site visit has been scheduled.
c. Listening Session:  Held at the Keystone.  Those in attendance primarily discussed the Library.

Bills:  
Motion by Trustee Kumbier, with a second by Trustee Waller. Discussion:  Vierbicher-TIF and SetterTech bill questioned to verify progress and longevity.  Upon roll call vote, bills approved in the amount of $75704.22 without negative vote. 
8.  Treasurer’s Report:  
Motion by Trustee Cunningham, seconded by Trustee Waller to approve the Treasurer’s Report.  Motion carried unanimously.

Unfinished Business – Discussion and update regarding:

a.  Update on annexation:  Shellie located a document that appears to already annex in the parcel we were working on.  It was done in 2009 and may not have been recorded with the County or Secretary of State.  Village attorney has concurred this is the same parcel.  Document has been sent to both the County and the State for recording.  We will await their feedback.  Roxanne Schiller continues to work with the Lion’s Club for their piece.
b. Dane County Easement at Hide N Fur site:  Shellie has since been referred to another DNR agent for review of the documents and is awaiting a reply.
c. Alternative Energy: Shellie has met with Glenn Bolt and Sean Currie today.  Glenn & Sean started their tours of Village owned facilities and will be preparing a draft assessment review when completed.  This assessment will provide the Village with possible recommendations and an implementation plan utilizing alternative energy methods.

New Business – Discussion and possible action regarding:

a. Assign alternate to Board of Review committee:  
President Struss motioned to appoint Trustee Christianson as the alternate on Board of Review, Trustee Waller seconded.  Motion approved without negative vote.  Christianson asked if he could be advised of when needed.
b. Consider Resolution 2013-9 Creating Tax Incremental District No. 4: Some adjustments to the boundary were made.  The Plan commission and Joint Review Board has approved the boundaries.  Another meeting of the JRB will be July 2.  Errin of Vierbicher recapped history of  TIF 4 and its goal.  This is a 20 year TIF.  Estimates are conservative.  Costs in the project plan do not necessarily mean they have to be spent.  Development numbers look large, but that is due to the Melster site and will be paid back.  Costs are in two phases; First phase is based on the development of At Home Again, second phase will be the expansion of infrastructure and trail site.  $12.5 mil increment over the 20 year lifespan of the TIF.  Last 5 years of TIF cannot do any additional purchases.  Public hearing went well.  TIF was supported by all.
Motion made by Trustee Christianson  to approve Resolution 2013-09 for the Creation of Tax Incremental District No. 4, seconded by trustee Cunningham.   Roll Call vote, motion carried without negative vote.
c. Temporary Class B license for the Cambridge Fire Department Festival:
Motion made by Trustee Leoni, seconded by Trustee Kumbier to approve the Class B License for the Cambridge Fire Department Festival.  Motion carried without negative vote.
d. Consider Resolution 2013-10 MABAS (Mutual Aid Box Alarm System)
Motion made by Trustee Christianson, seconded by Trustee Leoni to approve Resolution 2013-10 MABAS.  Motion carried unanimously.

e. Change of Agent for Burgundy Aura, LLC to William Lesnjak: 
Motion made by Trustee Kumbier, seconded by Trustee Cunningham to approve the change of agent for the Burgundy Aura, LLC.  Motion carried unanimously.
