1. Call to Order / Roll Call: President Struss called the meeting to order at 7:00 pm.  Members present: Trustee Christianson, Waller, Cunningham, Kumbier.  Absent: Leoni  Also present:  Shellie Benish, Administrator-Treasurer.  One vacant position remains.  Leoni appeared later in meeting.
2. Proof of Posting: The agenda was posted in the upper and lower levels of the Amundson Community Center, the Cambridge State Bank, Cambridge News Office, Cambridge Post Office and the Village Website.
3. Public hearing re:  Amendments to Natural Hazards Mitigation Plan-Jefferson County 2013-2017:  Struss stated that this is an update to the adopted plan from 2008.  It is required to keep this plan up to date.  No one is present for the hearing.  Cost estimates and staff time concerns discussed by board members.  Village already budget and maintains Stormwater, etc.
4. Adjournment of public hearing: 
Motion made by Trustee Christianson to adjourn, second by Trustee Cunningham and approved unanimously.  Meeting adjourned at 7:09 pm.

5. Call Village Board Meeting to Order/Roll Call: President Struss called the meeting to order at  7:10 pm.  Members present: Trustee Christianson, Waller, Cunningham, Kumbier.  Absent: Leoni. Also present:  Shellie Benish, Administrator-Treasurer.  One vacant position remains.

Discussion and Possible Approval of Consent Agenda:

a. Approval of Village Board Minutes July 9th, 2013

b. Operators license:  Malissabeth Ann Friedly, Piggly Wiggly
Trustee Cunningham motioned to approve consent agenda items, with a second by Trustee Kumbier.  Motion approved unanimously.  Trustee Christianson wanted to be certain to add a statement to the previous minutes in regards to the DNR letter on the landings:  Christianson wanted to clarify and add that “despite all of our efforts to get this done properly for the DNR, if the costs get too steep, perhaps the Village should consider selling the property to the County.”

Committee and Department Reports

a. Water & Sewer:  Several water issues were discussed.  A couple of new meters will be placed in one area; an adjustment will be made to another.  There has been some vandalism in the community and residents are reminded to check their outside faucets to be sure they are shut off at night.  McCann’s is scheduled to re-line the sewer line underlying a portion of Spring St. prior to the reconstruction.  Water meter replacements are being looked at and quotes are being received.  Town & Country provided estimates on infrastructure necessary for the Hwy. 134 property development to the north of the Village.
b. Economic Development:  We had a guest from Cuba City.  Their new Economic Development person was here to learn how Cambridge established their EDC and the process Vierbicher took the Village through in its creation.  At Home Again development was discussed and its progress of an agreement.  Branding and marketing is moving along.  Andy Wallman met with the group and is ready to roll out the ideas to the branding committee.  Intern is in the process of creating marketing material.  TIF 4 was briefly discussed as it relates to the At Home Again agreement.  Letter to business was reviewed and changes are before the board tonight.  CDBG update:  Linda will be focusing on that these next few weeks.

c. Library:  $13070.64 has been raised at the end of June towards the matching grant of the Foundation.
d. Listening Session:  No one showed for the listening session this past month.

Bills:  Bills were presented in the amount of $26914.17.  
Motion made by Trustee Cunningham, seconded by Trustee Waller to approve the bills.  Discussion:  Waller asked about the bill for the “Swingin B’s”; this is the musical group for the Concerts in the Park series and covered by the Art Council. Motion carried upon roll call vote. 

8. Treasurer’s Report:  
Motion by Trustee Waller, seconded by Trustee Kumbier to approve the Treasurer’s Report.  Motion carried unanimously.

Unfinished Business – Discussion and update regarding:

a. Update on annexation:  Annexation has been submitted for recording.  This was previously annexed, just not sent in properly.  Shellie has taken care of and is finishing up with other entities on remaining questions.
b. Dane County Easement at Hide N Fur site: The DNR has their legal department looking at the easement Dane County put together to see if there is any conflicts and will be getting back to Shellie.
c. Alternative Energy:  McKinstry is pulling together their assessment.  They have recently asked the Village for other detail pertaining to square footage of buildings and gas & energy breakdowns.
d. DNR update on landings:  Shellie has prepared the applications and is in need of the updated plans to go with them before submittal.  Struss will work with Shellie to update that information.
e. Letter to local business owners: EDC has prepared a letter in an effort to support and grow our local businesses.  The letter is asking for business owners to stay open 1 night a week.  The Village would offer some incentives to promote this such as advertising and “Cash Mobs”.  President Struss is looking for feedback from the Village Board as to what they think of the letter before sending it out.

New Business – Discussion and possible action regarding:

a. Board/Committee appointments:  The Village is still seeking to fill vacancies on the Village Board, Plan Commission, Water & Sewer Board and Zoning Board of Appeals.  Interested parties should contact the Village.  Shellie will prepare an advertisement to go out and post on the village website as well.
b. Consideration of Resolution 2013-11 Natural Hazard Mitigation Plan Amendments-Jefferson County:  The Natural Hazard Mitigation Plan for Jefferson County was originally adopted in 2008.  This is a plan to help Cambridge in the event of major natural disasters and updates are required from time to time.  
Motion made by Trustee Christianson to approve amendments to the Natural Hazard Mitigation Plan for Jefferson County, second by Trustee Waller.  All voting in the affirmative, motion carried.
c. Consider change in meeting hours:  
Motion made by Trustee Christianson to change Village Board meeting hours to 6:30 pm start, second by Trustee Cunningham.  All voting in the affirmative, motion carried.
d. Hwy. 134 proposal:  There is an interested party wanting to work with the Village in pursuing the property as proposed by the Capstone project.  Discussions are ongoing to see how we can make this work.  The Capstone project identified a winery with a restaurant component, housing and community gardens.
e. “Class A” liquor license for Shirley Holzhueter, d/b/a  Elegance & Design Studio, Shirley Holzhueter, Agent:  

Motion made by Trustee Christianson, second by Trustee Cunningham to approve a Class “A” license for Shirley Holzhueter.  Discussion:  This is a switch of license from previous request.  Some concern over Class “A” license limits for the Village.  Class “A” licenses are not subject to the limit law for municipalities.  All voting in the affirmative, motion carried.
