1. Call Village Board Meeting to Order/Roll Call: President Struss called the meeting to order at 7:02 pm.  Members present: Trustee Christianson, Waller, Cunningham, Kumbier.  Absent: Leoni  Also present:  Shellie Benish, Administrator-Treasurer.  One vacant position remains.

Discussion and Possible Approval of Consent Agenda:

a. Approval of Village Board Minutes June 25, 2013:  Changes to minutes as noted.
b.  Operators licenses for:  Aaron Rick and Elizabeth Rick, Camrock Sport and Café; Alix Sauld, Ripley’s Bakery and Eatery; Brandon New, Stephen Hagedorn and Yance Mausser, Stop – N- Go; Simone Mausser, Chamber.

Trustee Cunningham motioned to approve consent agenda items, with a second by Trustee Kumbier .  Discussion included changes to the minutes of 6-25-13 item 8, 10 (d) and (e) to include “to approve item” in the wording.  Motion approved unanimously.

Committee and Department Reports

a. Library Board:  Meeting delayed until July 10 due to the 4th of July holiday.
b. Board of Review:  Met just this afternoon with no objections.  Assessments are down 1.8 million which will impact our levy.
c. Joint Review Board - TIF:  All parties approved of the TIF 4.  Errin will work with Shellie to finalize the necessary reports to Department of Revenue this fall.

Bills: Shellie inquired of the bill to Elegance in the amount of a $60 charge for a wreath at Veteran’s Park, Memorial Day weekend.  Board discussed approving this for one time and inquiring of how this was taken care of in the past.
Bills were presented in the amount of $11442.36.  Motion made by Trustee Cunningham, seconded by Trustee Kumbier to approve the bills.  Motion carried upon roll call vote.

Unfinished Business – Discussion and update regarding:

a. Update on annexation:  Shellie has submitted all the paperwork and is waiting for a response from the County and State at this time.
b. Dane County Easement at Hide N Fur site:  DNR legal is reviewing the easement documents on our behalf and we are waiting to hear back on their findings.
c. Alternative Energy: Tours have been done of all Village owned properties by the McKinstry Group.  A draft assessment is being prepared.  Village is waiting for the assessment at this time.

New Business – Discussion and possible action regarding:

a. DNR letter on landings: The DNR made a visit to the landings by the creek.  Although a verbal agreement with the DNR had been previously obtained for the project as being exempt from permits, they are now requesting the Village apply for an after the fact permit and pay the fees associated.  The wharf needs reinforcement and the landing needs new fabric.  Christianson suggested if the costs get too steep, perhaps the Village should consider selling it to the County.
b. Letter to local business owners: There is an effort to get business owners to stay open one night a week.  A possible incentive for advertising may help the business' make it work.  It has been discussed to let the business' pick the night that would work best for them.  EDC was to get comments back on the letter.  Once that feedback is incorporated, a copy will go to the board for next meeting.
c. Board/Committee appointments:  A couple of names were given to Steve and he will contact to discuss the openings further.
