MINUTES
1. Call Village Board Meeting to Order/Roll Cal:  Lisa Moen called the meeting to order at 7:00 p.m.  Members present:  Trustees Christianson, Cunningham, Waller, Kumbier, Pavlick.  Members excused:  Struss, Leoni.  Others present:   Lisa Moen, Village Clerk.
Trustee Christianson made a motion to nominate Trustee Waller as Acting Chair, seconded by Trustee Kumbier.  Motion carried.
2. Pledge of Allegiance

3. Proof of Posting:  The Agenda was posted in the upper and lower levels of the Amundson Community Center, Cambridge Post Office, Cambridge State Bank, Cambridge news office and the Village Web Site.

Discussion and Possible Approval of Consent Agenda:

a.
Approval of Village Board Minutes, March 12, 2013
Trustee Kumbier made a motion to approve the minutes as presented, seconded by Trustee Cunnighmam.  Motion carried.

       6.    Committee and Department Reports

a. Community Update:  Very good turnout, approximately 75 people.  Good input from the break out groups.
b. Public Works:  Discussed the fees for the Amundson Center and the parks, will be discussed later in the agenda.
c. Water & Sewer:  Updates on autopay, looking at what is necessary for the neighborhood plan, McCann photographed High and Spring Street, tree removal at Midnight suns, Capital Improvement plans for 2013.  Trustee Pavilick questioned if it was possible to have water bills sent out electronically for those who opt for this service.  This is something that we would need to check with Workhorse on.
d. Economic Development:  Minutes distributed.  
e. Listening Session:  There was one person who talked about the speed of vehicles on Main Street.  This should be discussed at the next Joint Police Committee Meeting.
f. Licensing Committee:  Recommended approval of two licenses, will be discussed later in the agenda.

Bills:  There was one question regarding the road salt bill.
Motion by Trustee Cunningham to approve the bills in the amount of $21,935.96, seconded by Trustee Kumbier.  Motion carried on a roll call vote. 

8.   Treasurer’s Report:
Trustee Cunningham made a motion to accept the Treasurer’s Report, seconded by Trustee Pavlick.  Motion carried.

Unfinished Business – Discussion and update regarding:
a. Update on annexation:  We are looking into the issue with the Lions piece of land.  We can either create a flag or then can annex the land in.  We will be on the Lions Club’s next agenda to discuss the issue.
b. RFP – Madison St. property:  Senior Complex tours will be held on Wednesday, March 27.  Members of the EDC, Plan Commission and Village Board will be visiting Oak Park Place and At Home Again. Meet at the Amundson Center at 2:30 if you want to carpool.

New Business – Discussion and possible action regarding:
a. Alternative Energy:  Trustee Pavlick provided a packet with information, resources, grant possibilities.  Discussion about a possible exploratory meeting looking if this would be feasible for village facilities, library – the library could be a good first step.  Trustee Pavlick will take the lead and contact some of the entities and give an update at the next meeting.

b. Recommendation for vacant Plan Commission seat by Village President:  

Trustee Christianson made a motion to table until the next meeting as President Struss is not here, seconded by Trustee Cunningham.  Motion carried.
c. Liquor License approval: Burgundy Aura LLC, d/b/a burgundy aura, Stephen Dake Agent (new):  The Licensing Committee recommended approval of the License.  This is replacing the Mill restaurant.  

Trustee Cunningham made a motion to approve the Class B Beer and Liquor license for the Burgundy Aura LLC d/b/a burgundy aura, Stephen Dake, Agent, seconded by Trustee Kumbier.  Motion carried.
d. Liquor License approval:  Double S BBQ, LLC d/b/a Double S BBQ, Sarah Jones, Agent. (revised premise):  Double S BBQ is requesting an extension of their premise of their liquor license.  The will be extending into the area that currently served as a fitness center.  The Licensing Committee has recommended approval of this extension.
Trustee Cunningham made a motion to approve the Class B Beer and Liquor license for Double S BBQ, LLC d/b/a Double S BBQ, Sarah Jones, Agent, seconded by Trustee Kumbier.  Motion carried.

e. Proposed changes to the fee schedules for the Amundson Center and Park Rentals:  The Public Works Committee has recommended that the Amundson Center rental fee schedule be changed to add a non-profit category.  There would be a one-time annual fee of $10 per organization to help cover administrative costs, utilities, etc.  They would also be required to pay opening and closing fees as needed.
Trustee Christianson made a motion to approve the proposed changes to the Amundson Center rental fee schedule, effective April 1, 2013, seconded by Trustee Cunningham.  Motion carried.


The Public Works Committee has recommended that the Park rental fee schedule be changed to add anon-profit and fundraising category.  There would be a one-time annual fee of $25.

Trustee Christianson made a motion to approve the proposed changes to the Amundson Center rental fee schedule, seconded by Trustee Cunningham.  Motion carried.

f. Amundson Rental – fee waiver request for Girl Scouts, April 2 & April 15:  This request did come in before changes were made to the Fee Schedule and the Public Works Committee felt it should be treated as other applications had in the past.

Trustee Cunningham made a motion to approve the fee waiver request for the Girls Scouts rental of the Amundson Center, Seconded by Trustee Pavlick .  Motion carried.

g. Park Rental – Fee waiver request for Chamber of Commerce (farmer’s market): This request did come in before changes were made to the Fee Schedule and the Public Works Committee felt it should be treated as other applications had in the past.

Trustee Kumbier made a motion to approve the fee waiver request for the Chamber for the use of Veterans Park for the Farmers Market, Seconded by Trustee Cunningham.  Motion carried.
h. Hwy. 134 Letter to legislation:  We will sign the form that we received and send in any maps that are needed.
