1. Call Village Board Meeting to Order/Roll Call:  President Struss called the meeting to order at 7:02 p.m.  Members present:  Trustees Christianson, Cunningham, Waller, Kumbier, Pavlick, Leoni.  Others present:   Shellie Benish, Administrator-Treasurer
2. Pledge of Allegiance

3. Proof of Posting:  The Agenda was posted in the upper and lower levels of the Amundson Community Center, Cambridge Post Office, Cambridge State Bank, Cambridge news office and the Village Web Site.

Discussion and Possible Approval of Consent Agenda:

a. Approval of Village Board Minutes, April 9, 2013

Trustee Cunningham made a motion to approve the minutes with amendments, seconded by Trustee Kumbier.  Motion carried.  Trustee Christianson clarified that the clerk will be taking care of rentals for the Amundson Center requests, Park rentals will still be presented to the board for approval, but the clerk will handle all fees; President Struss corrected the annexation discussion that the Lions club has agreed to CONSIDER annexation; Trustee Christianson also wanted to note the Board Guidebook was to be added to the Village Employee Handbook.
       6.    Committee and Department Reports

a. Economic Development: Met just the evening prior. Andy Wallmann has offered to help with our branding.  Andy is an owner of an agency in Madison who works with national firms in advertising.  Andy has stressed the importance of developing the branding for the community above all else; Teresa Hong from the UW presented her Capstone Project on the properties to the north of the Village along Hwy. 134. She will be sending along the maps and materials after her final presentation; At Home Again was recommended for the RFP choice at the Madison St. property site; TIF was briefly discussed and is moving forward; Marketing piece is in the works; ED Coordinator goals & objectives discussed, the Vierbicher study will suffice as an outline for this purpose; annexation update given; downtown evening business hours discussed; possibly advertising with the Chamber also discussed and voted down at this time until we can put our branding together.
b. Library Board: There was an official campaign launch April 22 as the start of Phase 3; sign looks amazing!; Discussion on the creation of an interior planning group is underway; tours of other libraries being scheduled and done.
c. Audit & Finance: Cambridge Foundation grant discussed and the criteria for the match set; Capital Improvement Projects slated for 2013 also discussed for possible cuts.  Current debt load and library construction scheduling is cause for this to be reviewed.
d. Water & Sewer: Village Engineers, Town and Country were in to present possible infrastructure options for the property to the north of the Village along Hwy. 134; flooding on private properties was discussed; partial I & I study in the village done and reviewed; Capital Improvement projects for the utilities also discussed.
e. Listening Session:  No one showed up.

Motion by Trustee Kumbier to approve the bills in the amount of $50200.79, seconded by Trustee Cunningham.  Motion carried on a roll call vote. 

8. Treasurer’s Report:
Motion by Trustee Cunningham to approve the Treasurer’s Report as presented, seconded by trustee Waller and approved without negative vote.

Unfinished Business – Discussion and update regarding:
a. Update on annexation:  President Struss will be meeting with the Lion’s Club to present a draft proposal on possible annexation at their next meeting.  There are some zoning concerns the Club has that we should be able to be worke out.
b. RFP – Madison St. property:  EDC is recommending At Home Again for the Madison St. property.  A couple of concerns with staffing and the amenities provided, however it may be possible we can discuss those concerns while working on a developers agreement with At Home Again.
Motion made by Trustee Leoni, seconded by trustee Pavlick to accept the RFP from At Home Again.  Motion approved without negative vote.

c. Alternative Energy:  Trustee Pavlick has one more meeting before presenting this to the Village Board.

New Business – Discussion and possible action regarding:
a. Village President Annual Appointments to Commissions, Committees and Boards.
Amendments to the attached appointments were discussed.  Victoria Pavlick will replace Linda Begley-Korth on the Audit & Finance Committee; Kathy Cunningham will move up from 1st alternate to replace Linda Begley-Korth on Board of Review, Jeff Leoni will move up to 1st alternate.  A 2nd alternate is still needed; Dan Carey and Lori Jensen will replace Stan Koopmans and John Milligan on the Ad Hoc committee and the Economic Development Committee; A replacement is still being sought for the vacancy created by Sam Fisher on Water, Sewer, Stormwater Board; Dwight Christianson will move up to replace Linda Begley-Korth as chair on the Plan Commission and Kathy Cunningham will replace Dwight.  A vacancy remains for a citizen member on the Plan Commission; Ted Kumbier will replace Linda Begley-Korth on the Redevelopment Authority; Dwight Christianson will replace Ted Kumbier on the Cable Commission; Bill Eggert will be the Member at Large for the Joint Cambridge Oakland Planning Committee.
b. Street Use Permit application - Ken Kemler, Keystone, Second Tuesday of the Month, May-Sept, Mill Street from Main to North.

Motion by Cunningham, second by Kumbier, to approve the street use permit for the second Tuesday of the Month from May through September on Mill Street from Main to North Avenue.  Motion carried without negative vote.
c. Contract for Jim Frechette, audit of TIF 2:
Village auditor feels TIF 2 is in position to close out and the Department of Revenue needs to be informed prior to May 15th before assessing the Village for certification fees.  All projects have been deemed complete at this time.  An audit is required as part of the closeout procedures.
Motion made by trustee Christianson, seconded by Cunningham to approve the contract for Jim Frechette in the amount of $4000 to audit and close out TIF 2.  Upon roll call vote, motion carried without negative vote.

d. Resolution #2013-1 Dissolving/Terminating TIF District #2:

See above item notes.  Resolution needed to present to the Department of Revenue prior to May 15, 2013 for closeout.
Motion made by trustee Christianson, seconded by trustee Kumbier and approved without negative vote.
e. Safe Box for packet delivery system:
Discussion on having an alternative packet delivery system versus the police delivery system occurred.  Two other committees have recently gotten on the e-packet delivery system Shellie has set up and it seems to be working.  The board agreed to try e-packets for delivery with a master copy at the office if any board member wished to stop in and have it copied.  Copies of packets will be made as usual for meeting night and records.  Shellie will also send to her I Pad and bring to next meeting to see how this method of use will work for the board as well.  A safe box will be looked at again in 3 months’ time.
