MINUTES
1. Call Village Board Meeting to Order/Roll Call:  President Struss called the meeting to order at 7:00 p.m.  Members present:  Trustees Christianson, Cunningham, Waller, Kumbier, Pavlick.  Members excused:  Leoni.  Others present:   Shellie Benish, Administrator-Treasurer
2. Pledge of Allegiance

3. Proof of Posting:  The Agenda was posted in the upper and lower levels of the Amundson Community Center, Cambridge Post Office, Cambridge State Bank, Cambridge news office and the Village Web Site.   

Motion was made by Christianson, seconded by Kumbier to move agenda item 10 (a) up for discussion at this time.  Motion approved.  

Variance request by Greta Damiani for extra hens: 412 Park St. Greta is a young adult who has done her research on hens including the sounds, defecation amounts, myths, feeding, etc.  She wishes to have 5 hens on the property, ordinance only allows for 2.  She would like to raise them for their eggs and as pets.  Surrounding communities have 4 as their maximum: Ft. Atkinson, Lake Mills, Madison.  The neighbors had provided a letter of support for Greta.  President Struss stated that ordinances were in place for a reason and asked why Greta needed more than ordinance required.  Greta stated that hens are social animals and need more than one.  Many predators go after hens and in shipping, two may not survive.  They will have a fence around the hens.  Discussion occurred regarding a variance for six months and allowing 4 hens not 5.  
Trustee Christianson made a motion to not allow four, only allow two as per ordinance and review again in 3 months, Trustee Waller seconded the motion.  Discussion occurred.  President Struss would like to see 4 and review again in 6 months with an understanding if there are complaints, owner will have to rid of extras. Motion resulted in a tie vote 3-3.  Motion dies.  
New Motion made: Trustee Kumbier motioned to allow a variance for six months with four (4) hens, no roosters, Trustee Pavlick seconded the motion, vote 5-1 in approval, motion carried.

Public Appearances:  Bob Salov stated the EMS is doing great!  Rigs are perfect and all up to date. The library, Oakland came through with $75k and the Cambridge Foundation with $100k matching grant.  Library campaign is closing in on raising $1.4 mil.  Donations can be made on-line.

Trustee Cunningham made a motion to approve the minutes as presented, seconded by Trustee Kumbier.  Motion carried.  Trustee Christianson noted that the clerk will be taking care of Amundson Center requests, Park rentals/waivers will still be presented to the board going forth. President Struss stated that it was a great solution to add a non-profit and fundraising category, have a one-time annual fee and include Opening/Closing fees as needed.
       6.    Committee and Department Reports

a. Economic Development: Red Chair project introduced by Duke & Mary Jane Mihajlovic; Café continues to be successful; Linda is working with someone in the cheese manufacturing & retail business; Connect Communities hosted a meeting in Berlin which Shellie & Linda attended; Community Update had approximately 75 in attendance and many great ideas came out as a result; Senior Complex tours were done in response to RFP on Madison St. property; Goals & objectives for the EDC position are being reviewed; Advertising programs being looked into and the branding and marketing for the community is making progress.
b. Personnel Committee: Village Board member Guidebook was reviewed; Clerk requested training session attendance; Public Works requested hour changes to  M-Th, 9 hour day and Friday, half day.
c. Library Board: Will have a report at next meeting.
d. Plan Commission: TIF Project was reviewed by Errin Welty of Vierbicher in steps to move forward with creation of TIF 4 for the Village; Senior Complex Tours in response to the RFP on Madison St. property discussed; Meetings coming up on the creation of TIF 4 with EDC & Village Board.
e. Joint Police Commission: Just met prior to Village Board.  Truancy Ordinance Amendment recommended for passage to the Village Board; Forfeiture increases also discussed as it relates to the truancy ordinance; Overtime hours for events discussed; Events calendar also discussed as to how best to provide the police with what they are looking for.

Bills:  Detail is needed on the Village of Deerfield bill.
Motion by Trustee Cunningham to approve the bills in the amount of $55126.21, seconded by Trustee Kumbier.  Motion carried on a roll call vote.

Unfinished Business – Discussion and update regarding:
a. Update on annexation:  Lions Club has agreed to consider annexing in to the village.  They would like to see what a proposal to do so would look like.  Mary Behling has been asked to prepare that for their review.
b. RFP – Madison St. property:  Tours are done.  All were fine facilities.  There is a definite difference in amenities offered to those living there.  Next step is the EDC, Plan Commission and Village Board meeting.
c. Alternative Energy:  Trustee Pavlick met with “Sustain Dane” and Michael Best firm which led her to other contacts.  She is in the process of assembling information for the board.

Foundation Letter: The Cambridge Foundation has graciously donated $100k towards the new library project, understanding that the Village will maintain the funds and a continued effort to raise additional funds will be made.  A joint meeting of the Foundation finance & the Village’s Finance committee will be scheduled to discuss this further.
c. Recommendation for vacant Plan Commission seat by Village President: No recommendations for this as of yet.
d. Recommendation for vacant EDC seat by Village President:
Motion made by trustee Cunningham, seconded by Waller to approve Dan Carey of Cambridge State Bank to fill the vacated EDC position.  Motion approved.
e. Class “B” temporary license for Cambridge Chamber of Commerce, Diva Days, April 27, 2013

Motion made by Cunningham, seconded by Kumbier to approve the temporary license for Cambridge Chamber of Commerce, 210 W. Main St., Diva Days.  Motion approved.

f. Village Board member Guidebook: 
Motion made by trustee Christianson to approve the Board member Guidebook with the addition of the Date of Adoption and being made a record in with the Village Employee Handbook.  Motion seconded by Cunningham and approved.  
g. Truancy Ordinance Amendment: 
Motion made by President Struss to approve the amended Truancy Ordinance, seconded by Christianson and approved.  Discussion of forfeitures with the municipal judge and Shellie to occur and a report back to the Village Board.
