Tuesday, April 8, 2014, 6:30 p.m.

MINUTES 


1. Call Village Board Meeting to Order
President Struss called the meeting to order at 6:30 pm. Roll Call: Christianson, Fahley, Waller, Cunningham, Kumbier, and Struss. Leoni excused. 
2. Pledge of Allegiance
3. Proof of Posting: Upper & Lower level of Amundson Center, Cambridge News Office, Cambridge State Bank and the Post Office. 
4. Public Appearances: Val Schute – River Architects; Patty Strohbusch – Library Board; Jim & Julie Lesser, Carl and Pauline Nurmi, Midnight Sun Condominiums. Bob Salov, County Board Supervisor, EMS Director, Library Fundraising Chair.
Val Schute discussed the Library Board’s value engineering progress with Vogel Bros. There are still decisions to be made regarding changes necessary to reduce the project costs. They are considering changing the entire heating/air condition system from a larger commercial/energy efficient system to a similar but smaller residential size. But have not yet determine total amount of savings that would provide.  Soils are still an unknown. 
Trustee Waller made a motion to move Item 9a (Library Contract) into Public Appearances. Trustee Kumbier second. All Ayes. Motion carried. Trustee Waller then moved the Village Board proceed to award the Contract Bid to Vogel Bros, accepting their base bid with the stipulation that the Library Board will continue to pursue deductive Change Orders. Motion was seconded by Trustee Fahley and Board voted by Roll Call. All Ayes. Motion Carried 6-0.
Pauline Nurmi presented her dissatisfaction with the exemption from the Dangerous Breed Dog Ordinance the Board granted to Pam and Graham Lee who live in her condo association. Most pressing concern is how close the neighbors are to one another. Also, Pauline said she was doing research on the breed and would like to provide it to the committee when it meets.
Carl Nurmi stated that he doesn’t like that breed of dog and doesn’t want it there.
Julie Lesser contended that the exemption was illegal because the meeting was not properly posted. She also said that it is possible that insurance carriers for the condo association will push up rates or refuse coverage because of potential liability issues with that dog breed. 
Jim Lesser ask for a voice in the discussion when the Committee meets. President Struss said that the meeting was open to the public and will be posted.
Bob Salov appeared later in the evening and was recognized for public comments. He reported that Dane Com was still moving forward and paging was improving. Expect all will be finalized and operating by July. EMS is fully engaged and running at 100% with a great and growing group of EMTs. Library fundraising continuing – but lost out on contributions from Lake Mills Township which was the only municipality that refused funding. Thanked the Village Board for all its hard work and continuing support.

b. Library Board – Trustee Waller reported that the board will continue to work with the contract as discussed earlier with Val Schute.

Trustee Christianson made a motion to pay the bills in the amount of $14, 252. 95. Trustee Cunningham moved to second. Roll Call: All Ayes. Motion carried 6-0.


8. Unfinished Business – Discussion and update regarding:
a. CARPC Progress for Vineyards at Cambridge – Begley-Korth presented that all was moving along very well. Depending when CARPC provides approval, should break ground this summer.
b. Lions Club Lease – Nothing yet, Begley-Korth will give it priority. 


9. New Business – Discussion and possible action regarding:
a. Library Contract moved to Public Appearances for action.
b. Resolution - $100,000 Cambridge Foundation Matching Grant Verification
Trustee Christianson made a motion to pass the Resolution 2014 -3. Second by Trustee Fahley. All Ayes. 
Motion Carried.
c. Resolution - to Approve an Exception to the Requirement for Bike Lanes on Spring Street.
d. Trustee Christianson made a motion to pass the Resolution 2014 - 4. Second by Trustee Cunningham. All Ayes. 
e. Motion Carried 
f. At Home Again – Struss discussed meeting with Ehlers on the Village of Cambridge’s current and projected debt.
