REGULAR BOARD MEETING
Amundson Community Center, 200 Spring St. - Senior Room
Tuesday, June 10, 2014, 6:30 p.m.

MINUTES

1. Call Village Board Meeting to Order/Roll Call:  President Struss called the meeting to order at 6:32 p.m.  Members present:  Trustees Fahley, Hollenbeck, Cunningham, Kumbier, Christianson, Waller, Struss.  Others present;  Lisa Moen, Village staff; Jim Frechette, Village Auditor;   
2. Pledge of Allegiance
3. Proof of Posting: The agenda was posted in the upper and lower levels of the Amundson Community Center, Cambridge News Office, Cambridge Post Office, Cambridge State Bank and the Village Web Site.  
4. Public Appearances: None
Trustee Cunningham made a motion to move item 10 A up in the agenda, seconded by Trustee Kumbier.  Motion carried.
5. Discussion and Possible Approval of Consent Agenda:
a. Approval of Village Board Minutes May 27, 2014

Trustee Cunningham  made a motion to approve the Consent Agenda, seconded by Trustee Waller.  Motion carried.  It was noted that a memorial was sent for Norma DeHaven, to the Pancreatic Cancer Network.  There was also discussion of a memorial tree when the library is finished.

6. Committee and Department Reports:
a. Joint Police Committee:  Deerfield will take over the billing of the police, while we will continue billing the courts.   The new vehicle is here.  We now have two leased vehicles and the one that the school purchased in conjunction with the village.

b. Police Reports:  There was a quick review of the reports.

7. Financial Report:  None

8. Bills:  Trustee Christianson made a motion to approve the bills in the amount of $31,245.99, seconded by Trustee Hollenbeck.  Motion carried 7-0 on a roll call vote.
9. Unfinished Business – Discussion, update and possible action regarding:
a. CARPC:  The final request has been submitted.  Town and Country and Mary Behling are looking at a few amendments.  It has been requested that Lagoon Road be directly across from the entrance, there would be no turn lanes, and the size of the single family homes would be decreased to be able to meet the price points.  Final Board approval will be needed when the final Developers agreement is finished.

b. Update on Library Building project:  We have run into a problem with the erosion control and the wetland permits.  River Architects has hired General Engineering to obtain these permits.  There was concern that the Village not be held responsible for any added costs due to this.

10. New Business – Discussion and possible action regarding:
a. Jim Frechette – present draft 2013 Audit:  He first went through his letter, which explained some of the problems that he ran into, the number of journal entries that he had to make to correct issues, and the amount of time that he has had to spend doing this. He then went through the financial statements.  The sewer account is the biggest concern.  Ehlers is also looking at general questions as they relate to the revenue bonds.

b. Bids for Water Rate Increase:  We did receive bids from Ehlers ($6,500) and Johnson  Block ($5,000 to $7,000 + additional costs).  We did receive an offer of assistance from Jim Frechette, but not a written bid.  He did give a price of $2,000 to $2,500.  It was also discussed that a sewer rate increase should be put on the Water and Sewer agenda.

Trustee  Kumbier made a motion to hire Jim Frechette to do the water rate increase at a cost not to exceed $2,500,  seconded by Trustee  Fahley .  Motion carried 7-0 on a roll call vote.

c. [bookmark: _GoBack]Consider Resolution 2014-10 relating to the annual CMAR Report for 2013: We did receive a A on the maintenance/operations portion of the Report and an F on the Financial portion.  Paula Hollenbeck did think that the sewer rates were reviewed more recently than were noted on the report and will get back to Lisa with the information.  If so, the report should be amended to reflect that.   We are looking at both a water and sewer rate increase.

Trustee Waller  made a motion to approve Resolution 2014-10, relating to the annual CMAR Report for 2013, Seconded by Trustee Hollenbeck.  Motion carried    

d. Air conditioning for Amundson Community Center:  We received a bid from Al Beyers in October.  At that time we were told that our system was outdated and they did not recommend any more maintenance, but rather replace it.  They had bids for three different systems.  There was questions as to why we didn’t get bids from others and why it did not go to the properties committee.  The Amundson Account has money in it to cover this purchase.  An Executive decision was made to go with the Trane that was included in Al Beyer’s quote.  There were questions regarding the SEER Rating of this unit.

Trustee Waller made a motion to approve the Trane System included in the Al Beyers’ quote at the cost of $21,890, to be paid out of the Amundson Account, with a down payment of $10,945 to be made at this time, seconded by Trustee Hollenbeck.  Motion carried                 on a roll call vote.

e. Park Reservation for Cambridge Area Chamber of Commerce, Veterans Park, August 1, 2014:  
There was discussion that they work with other groups for placement on Main Street or in the park.
Trustee Cunningham made a motion to approve the park reservation by the Cambridge Area Chamber of Commerce for Veterans Park, for August 1, 2014, seconded by Trustee Fahley.  Motion carried on a voice vote.

f. Revised Farmland lease:  This lease has already been signed.  The land that he can use is in the low land and not the high quality land.  It is down from 39-20 acres.  This will eventually be the vineyard land.  They wanted to see something planted there this year.

g. Contract for Judy Weter:  The Personnel Committee did come up with the outline of what she would be doing, including organization, job descriptions, and filing system.  It would be an hourly rate of $42.50, with no mileage.  It was suggested that it be done in phases, with deliverables defined.  That limits would be put in place and status reports be given.  It was also questioned how long this would take her.

Trustee Waller made a motion to approve a contract for Judy Weter  not to exceed 80 hours and $3,500 and that a status report be given at that time, Seconded by Trustee  Hollenbeck.  Motion carried 7-0 on a roll call vote.

h. Temporary Class “B” License: Cambridge Arts Council, Summer Concert Series: June 20, July 11, July 25, August 8, August 22:  They will be selling beer at their concerts, with the understanding that there will be no glass containers.

Trustee Waller made a motion to approve the Class “B” temporary license for the Cambridge Arts Festival for their summer concert series, seconded by Trustee Cunningham.  Motion carried.  Trustee Struss abstained from voting.

11. Any Other Business That May Be Brought before the Board on future agendas:  
a. Trustee Hollenbeck asked if we intend to change the ordinance on vicious dogs.  The licensing committee will be looking at this.
b. It was questioned if Ash Street was included in the streets projects.  It was not included in the preconstruction minutes.  It is, but was added later.
c. It was questioned if we have submitted information on our water main breaks to the state.  The state was looking if there was federal funding available.
