REGULAR BOARD MEETING

Tuesday, June 24, 2014, 6:30 p.m.
MINUTES

1. President Struss called Village Board Meeting to Order at 6:33. Roll Call: Christianson, Fahley, Waller, Kumbier, Hollenbeck and Struss. Cunningham absent (excused).

2. Pledge of Allegiance
3. Proof of Posting: Begley-Korth noted that meeting notice was posted at the Post Office, Cambridge News Office, Upper and Lower levels of the Amundson Center and the Cambridge State Bank.

4. Trustee Kumbier moved to adjourn to Closed Session as per 19.85(1) (e) Deliberating or negotiating the purchasing of public properties, the investing of public funds, or conducting other specified public business, whenever competitive or bargaining reasons require a closed session. Second by Trustee Hollenbeck. All Ayes.

5. Trustee Christianson moved to adjourn from Closed Session and reconvene into open Session. Second by Trustee Hollenbeck. All Ayes. Trustee Fahley moved to direct Ehlers to work with At Home Again to finalize a financial agreement with terms as outlined in the discussion with the intention of providing Village Attorney with the framework necessary to draft a Developer’s Agreement. Second by Trustee Hollenbeck. Roll Call. Ayes:  Hollenbeck, Kumbier, Fahley, Struss. Nays: Waller and Christianson. Final tally: 4 Ayes and 2 Nays. Motion Passed.
 
6. Public Appearances. Patty Strohbusch appeared as an observer for the Library Board.

7. Discussion and Possible Approval of Consent Agenda. Trustee Waller moved to accept the Consent Agenda. Second by Trustee Kumbier. All Ayes. Motion approved.

8. Committee and Department Reports:
a. Library Board, June 4 – Waller reported that the board will be making some financial reporting changes which they will implement once the Library and Village true up the accounts. Indicated that this reconciliation is imminent. He also informed the board that Patty Strohbusch is volunteering time to help with a library clean-up that will prepare it for its eventual move into the new facility. 
b. Licensing Committee, June 17 – Waller reported that the meeting went well.
c. Water and Sewer Committee, June 17 – The committee allowed sewer charge forgiveness for a resident watering newly installed landscaping. Resident had requested and applied for a deduct meter and they were on back order. Committee discussed monitoring grease trap cleanings. The anticipated water rate increase was review as was the progress on fixing the Lawn Street flooding.
d. Board of Review June 24 – The board did not have any 2014 cases to review.
e. Fire Commission/ EMS update – The commission did discuss the option of moving from volunteers to a private contract. However, this did not seem to be an option the Commission is seriously considering.

9. Trustee Kumbier moved to pay the bills in the amount of $28,797.26. Second by Trustee Christianson. Roll Call. Ayes: Waller, Fahley, Christianson, Hollenbeck, Kumbier and Struss. All Ayes. Motion Passed. 

10. Unfinished Business – Discussion, update and possible action regarding:
a. CARPC – Special Meeting on August 28 is in the works for the public hearing. All parties including Linda and Steve meeting with Matt Frank , former Secretary of the Department of Natural Resources to determine how to secure DNR approvals and CARPC approval simultaneously.  
b. Update on Library Building project – working with DNR to determine which permits, if any, are needed.

11. New Business – Discussion and possible action regarding:
a. Consider Resolution 2014-11 relating to the Granting Alcohol and Tobacco Retail licenses: Trustee Christianson moved to approve the resolution with a second by Trustee Waller. Roll Call. Ayes: Kumbier, Christianson, Hollenbeck, Fahley, Waller, Struss. Motion Passed.
b. [bookmark: _GoBack]Committee assignments: President Struss recommended Vicki Wagener to serve as Plan Commission member. Trustee Christianson moved to approve with a second by Trustee Kumbier. All Ayes. Motioned Passed. Paula Hollenbeck was named as an alternate for the Board of Review. Trustee Christianson moved to approved with a second by Trustee Kumbier. All Ayes. Motion Passed.

12. Trustee Christianson moved to adjourn Village Board Meeting with a second by Trustee Kumbier. All Ayes. Motion Passed. Meeting adjourned at 9:35 pm.
