Call to Order / Roll Call. 
President Struss called the meeting to order at 6:34 p.m.  Trustee Fahley, Waller, Christianson, Kumbier, Christianson all answering present at roll call.  Also present:  Shellie Benish, Administrator-Treasurer.  Absent: Trustee Leoni

Public hearing re:  Budget 2014.  Shellie recapped some of the major changes to the 2014 and where 2013 expenses will come in at. 
PILOT-Payment in Lieu of Taxes is $5000 higher. Calculations are based off the PSC report from the water utility.  It is a tax equivalent share to the Village


Farmland Lease Revenue will be less based on change in acreage.


Building Permits: Increase in Revenues and expenses.  Will offset each other.


Tree & Brush Removal: Increased $7000 due to EAB readiness


Road Salt Expense: Increased $2325 based on current rates and needs.

Sidewalks: Reduced $15500  Village will special assess any new installed sidewalk per ordinance.

Park Maintenance: Reduced $1550 due to needs.  Do not need to spray 4 times a year.  Will look at burning off prairie grass


EDC Fund Balance remaining $31077 from project start.

1.  Call Village Board Meeting to Order/Roll Call: 
President Struss called the meeting to order at 6:43 pm Roll Call:

Members present: Trustee Cunningham, Kumbier, Leoni, Fahley, Christianson.   
Also present:  Shellie Benish, Administrator-Treasurer, Patty Strohbusch Absent: Trustee Leoni.  
2.  Pledge of Allegiance
3. Proof of Posting:
The agenda was posted in the upper and lower levels of the Amundson Community Center, the Cambridge State Bank, Cambridge News Office, Cambridge Post Office and the Village Website.

4.  Public Appearances: Patty Strohbush: Friends of the library donated $30000 from plant sale, used book sale, craft fair, donations received.  Project schedule handed out.  Would like to be on agenda for Dec. 10th Village Board meeting where the architect would do a power point presentation on the status of the library.  Invitation to the Village staff is welcome: Larry, Dan and any others that would like to attend.  January annual meeting is being planned with final plans for the public to be presented.  Trash placement fixed; Landscaping question at Village Hall asked to incorporate with the library plans at their expense, as long as arborist is included, great; Concerns about snow & plowing.  A discussion with Larry will be held at the December meeting.  Staging area will be needed for construction; possibly by old salt shed area, pallets for low lying area may be needed; Parking concern during construction and where to put people.  Amundson Building Plans have been returned to Shellie and a disc will be coming from River Architects for the Village.   Project cost are coming in slightly lower than originally planned.  Community Center changes include a projection screen; No partitions as it is too expensive.  Split billing for the Village would be difficult as all construction will be done in 2014 and be final in the same year.  
5.   Discussion and Possible Approval of Consent Agenda: 
a.  Approval of Village Board Minutes October 22, 2013

b.  Operators license:  Gary Leverton, Stop N Go; Ryan Berndt, Piggly Wiggly
Motion made by Trustee Cunningham, seconded by Trustee Fahley to approve consent agenda items.  Motion approved unanimously.  Pending approval from police on operator’s licenses and correction to trustees present on Village Board minutes.
6. Committee and Department Reports
a.
Economic Development. (minutes only-update previously given)
b.
Library Board: Construction Project manager discussed as part of the library building.  When the architect comes in December, we can ask how to handle this. Budget discussed; salaries; Employee review process.  It existed previous to Patty coming in years ago but needs to be looked at and updated along with job description updates.  3% approved across the board impacting Village $1700/annually.  Budget is not final at library.  There are questions to director on budget still outstanding before the library board will approve the budget as final.  Waller thinks they can live with the 2% CPI Village is implementing.
c.
Plan Commission: Met to discuss the rezoning of Melster site; Fiesel request for a side door at Prescott Mall toward the Village Park-fountain area.  Christianson feels we should not promote this to accommodate.  Liability issues.  Place a window there not a door.  Steps would possibly encroach to sidewalk.  Resolution passed on Comprehensive Plan and re-zone.
d.
Special Joint Meeting with Town of Oakland:  Annual meeting held. Discussion on roads and sharing of projects.  Otherwise no issues of real concern occurred.  North St. is in the CIP in a couple years.   Discussion on how to assess curb and gutter when this road is re-done as properties in the Town are not subject to assessing.  Update on Bike Trail asked for.  Trail is not planned to go through Town of Oakland.  SRTS is not allowed for high school, just Middle & Elementary schools.  Stewardship grants are being looked at.

Bills: Bills were presented in the amount of $101798.50

Motion made by Trustee Cunningham, seconded by Trustee Christianson to approve the bills.  Motion carried upon roll call vote.  Donations to Youth, Sr. Center & Food Pantry are $11500 in expenses; Loan interest payment and Contract Wages for police high.

Unfinished Business – Discussion and update regarding:

Easement at Hide N Fur site:  Money is in!!!! $50,000 came in from Dane County.  Next round of checks will include payment to the library for $480000
b. Alternative Energy:  McKinstry in to see Shellie and would like to present at next meeting.

DNR update on landings:  Shellie has asked DNR for adequate material for planning.  Awaiting a response yet as of this meeting.

d.
Madison St. property: MSA did an assessment, cost are estimated at $650k.  Gorman agreed he did not meet the agreement on site clean-up.   AHA has decided to wait until spring to break ground.

Motion made by Trustee Cunningham to approve Ordinance 2013-04 amending the Comprehensive Plan, seconded by Trustee Kumbier.  Motion approved unanimously.

Zoning Change: 200 E. Madison St.:  
Motion made by Trustee Kumbier, seconded by Trustee Cunningham to approve the zoning change from Industrial to Residential high density for 200 E. Madison St.  Motion approved unanimously.
e. Committee Appointments: President Struss has been filling in on vacancies left by a previous member.  We will look at appointments and see how they can be reorganized to avoid duplication and load.
