MINUTES
1. Call Village Board Meeting to Order/Roll Call There being a quorum present President Struss called the meeting to order at 7:00 p.m.  Members present:  Trustees Leoni, Christianson, Begley-Korth, Kumbier, Waller, Cunningham, Struss.  Absent with excuse:  none. Others Present:  Norma DeHaven, Village staff.  
2. Pledge of Allegiance

3. Proof of Posting The agenda was posted May 3, 2012 in the upper and lower levels of the Amundson Community Center, Cambridge State Bank, Cambridge News Office, Cambridge Post Office and the Village Web Site.  
4. Public Appearances  - none.
5. Discussion and Possible Approval of Consent Agenda:

Motion by Begley-Korth, second by Cunningham, to approve the consent agenda comprised of:
a. Approval of Village Board meeting minutes from April 24, 2012
b. Operators Licenses – none
c. Referrals for Committee Review  - none
Motion to approve carried without negative vote.
6. Committee and Department Report

a. Library Board Report – Waller reported on the May 2, 2012 meeting.  Library Board discussed the library expansion plans and forming a joint committee with representatives of the  Village Board and others.  The library expenditures are on budget and there are no real issues with current operations.
b. Economic Development – Struss reported that the EDC hosted a lengthy presentation by Mike Zimmerman, Economic Development Director for the City of Fitchburg.  He noted that many communities use a room tax to fund their economic development efforts, and that we should look into doing this.  Also discussed the pros and cons of the revolving loan program, and will continue to discuss this next month.  The micro-business workshops are going well, with 30 participants.  Linda Begley-Korth gave an update on the Strategic Task Force, noting that at their first meeting they looked into the areas of interest to pursue further.  They will be doing meetings in the coming months that will focus on Outdoor Recreation, Main Street programs, and the Arts Council.  They will develop long and short term objectives for an action plan to be approved by the EDC.  Kristin Soper joined the task force, and will be working with Andy Rumpf on a business retention plan.  Struss noted that we will be partnering with Project Home to administer the CDBG grant funds we were awarded for housing rehab.  The committee discussed the grant received from the Cambridge Foundation for $5000, and is looking at the most advantageous use for these funds.  A marketing piece may be developed.  Struss also noted that Linda Begley-Korth, John & Janice Milligan and Norma DeHaven attended the community summit held by THRIVE, to present their EDC plan called Advance Now.  The program looks very positive.
c. License Committee – Leoni reported that the License committee met to review the liquor license application by Double S. BBQ, which is later on the agenda.
7. Bills Motion by Cunningham, second by Kumbier, to approve the bills in the amount of $170,818.16.  The bills included debt service payments for the 2002 and 2008 general obligation bonds, and the 2002 general obligation note.  Motion carried unanimously by roll call vote.   
8. Unfinished Business – Discussion and update regarding:  
a. Village President Appointments to Commissions, Committees and Boards – additional appointments.  Struss noted that he is trying to secure a replacement for Mary Behling for the Economic Development Committee, but does not have a commitment yet.
9. New Business – Discussion and possible action regarding:
a. Class B Beer and Liquor License for Double S BBQ, LLC, dba Double S BBQ, Sarah Jones, Agent  - This is the reserve license, at a fee of $10,000 with an Economic Development grant of $9000 refunded after a period of six months. Leoni noted that they are ready to open as soon as they are approved.  The licensing committee is recommending approval.
Motion by Waller, second by Begley-Korth, to accept the recommendation of the License Committee to approve the Class B Beer and Liquor License for Double S BBQ, LLC, Sarah Jones, Agent.  Motion carried without negative vote.
b. Authorization to proceed with Supplement #6 for the Village of Cambridge Code of Ordinances – There are eight ordinances that have been revised since 2009, and need to be incorporated into our ordinance book and our online ordinances.  The annual code fee does not include revisions and supplements.  The cost would be $280-$480 for online only, and or $1608 for Code of Ordinance revisions and online update.  This would be in excess of the budget for this account, but it should be done.
Motion by Begley-Korth, second by Christianson, to approve codification of Supplement #6 for the Village of Cambridge Code of Ordinances, for a cost of $1608.  Motion carried unanimously by roll call vote.

10. Any Other Business That May Be Brought before the Board on future agendas - none.
11. Correspondence sent by email:  Dane County Cities & Villages newsletter; Wisconsin Taxpayer Alliance newsletter & legislative briefs; Notice of general meeting of the Cambridge Chamber of Commerce.

13. Questions or Referral to Staff; Updates – DeHaven reviewed the progress on the Senior Room improvements. Waller questioned the progress on the Canoe launch project, Struss is working with Dane County on the erosion control permit.  Hopefully the permit will be in place by the end of the month.  Waller noted that there will be a Creek Clean-Up for the Koshkonong on May 19 and encouraged citizens to attend.

Motion by Cunningham, second by Begley-Korth, to move into CLOSED SESSION at 7:50 p.m. per 19.85(1)(e)  –   (e)  Deliberating or negotiating the purchasing of public properties, the investing of public funds, or conducting other specified public business, whenever competitive or bargaining reasons require a closed session.  Motion carried unanimously by roll call vote.
Motion by Begley-Korth, second by Cunningham, to adjourn from Closed Session & Reconvene into Open Session per 19.85 (2) at 8:40 p.m. Motion carried unanimously by roll call vote.

15. Discussion and Possible Action on Items Discussed in Closed Session – none.  Additional closed session to be held on May 22, 2012.
