
CAMBRIDGE VILLAGE BOARD MINUTES
REGULAR BOARD MEETING

Amundson Community Center, 200 Spring St. - Senior Room
Tuesday, January 14, 2014, 6:30 p.m.
1. Call Village Board Meeting to Order/Roll Call 
President Struss called the meeting to order at 6:33 p.m.  Present on ROLL CALL: Kumbier, Cunningham, Waller, Fahley, Christianson and Struss. Leoni absent (excused). Also present: Linda Begley-Korth, Interim Administrator /Economic Development Coordinator. Guests in attendance: Patty Strohbusch, Library Board; Charles Fiesel, Fiesel Firm; Mary Gjermo, Library Board.
2. Pledge of Allegiance
3. Proof of Posting : 
The agenda was posted in the upper & lower levels of the Amundson Community Center, Cambridge Post Office, Cambridge News Office, Cambridge State Bank and the Village Website.

4. Public Appearances:  Charles Fiesel 
Trustee Cunningham made a motion to move Agenda Item 9A to 4 with second by Trustee Waller. All ayes.
Presentation/Discussion Trustee Christianson informed the Board that Plan Commission recommended approval but noted that, as Chair, he did vote against approval. Christianson also noted that Mary Behling issued an opinion that was in their packets. Behling did point out a few areas of concern with the project.

Fiesel presented his final rendering to the Board indicating placement of windows, door and stepped entrance. Discussion centered on need for steps and landing; public perception of private use of public funds; maintenance responsibilities; and possible problems when/if sold in the future. 
Trustee Waller motioned to approve the request with the condition that Fiesel commit to an easement agreement developed by Attorney Behling and that such agreement will not be transferrable to a new owner. Motion was seconded by Trustee Cunningham. President Struss called for Roll Call vote: ayes: Kumbier, Cunningham, Waller, Fahley and Struss; nays: Christianson.
5. Discussion and Possible Approval of Consent Agenda:

b. Operators license: Lisa Rodel, CamRock Cafe 
Trustee Cunningham moved to approve the Consent Agenda. Second by Trustee Waller. All ayes.
6. Committee and Department Reports
President Struss provided Patty Strohbusch time to speak now because he neglected to do so under Public Appearances.
Presentation: Strohbusch announced to the Board that the Cambridge Library Fundraising Totals for the $100,000.Matching Grant was within $5,000 of its goal. She also invited the Village Board and Village residents to the Annual Meeting of the Friends of the Library on January 23 at 6:00p.m. There will be a potluck and a presentation by River Architects.
a. Plan Commission
Trustee Christianson reported that the Commission entered into a closed session with the potential developer of the Hwy 134 property and that no other business was discussed. 

b. Water & Sewer Committee 

 No minutes were in the packets for review or discussion.

c. Economic Development
Linda Begley-Korth provided an update on progress of Proposed Winery, CARPC, At Home Again, Connect Communities, 1000 Friends/Dane Arts Grant and Business Recruitment. President Struss added that the Economic Development Committee is in the process of reinventing itself. The committee was established to create an economic development plan and hire a Coordinator to implement it. Since those two goals were accomplished, a suggestion was made that the committee was no longer necessary. The members disagreed. Therefore, at its next meeting the Committee will review and define its purpose and goals. Struss was reminded by the board that Committees need to be recertified at the Organizational Meeting the fourth Tuesday of April. And, if not recertified, they are automatically disbanded. 
d. Monthly Police Report
Reviewed & noted speeding tickets down and retail theft up.

e. Library Board
Trustee Waller reported the board discussed fundraising efforts and employee appraisals.

f. Listening Session

7. Bills
Trustee Cunningham made a motion to pay the bills in the amount of $1,213,671.84. Second by Trustee Kumbier
Discussion: The unusually high total was due to the Property Tax Settlements
Roll Call:  Cunningham, Waller, Fahley, Christianson, Kumbier, and Struss. All ayes.
8. Unfinished Business – Discussion and update regarding:
a. Alternative Energy
Rescheduled for the next meeting on January 28th.

b. DNR update on landings
President Struss has started the design to propose to DNR for approval. Struss will also design (or repair) the Kayak Launch.

Topic will be discussed in closed session.

a. Charles Fiesel request for a door on the side of the Prescott Mall, opening onto and stairs into the Village fountain/memorial area. (Moved to Agenda Item 4).
b. Farmland lease bid review and approval.
Review/Discussion Only 1 bid was received – from Duane and Tina Hinchley of $187.25/acre for the 35 acres.
Trustee Cunningham made a motion to approve the bid. Trustee Fahley seconded - all ayes.
c. Library Construction Contract with River Architects
Review/Discussion
Discussion centered on amount of contractor inspections was needed. Decided to require weekly inspections for the first 3 months at which time the number may be adjusted with a change order.
Trustee Cunningham made a motion to approve contract as amended by both River Architects and the Village and Trustee Fahley provided a second with all ayes.

Trustee Christianson moved to enter into closed session with a second by Trustee Kumbier – all ayes.

Trustee Waller moved to adjourn from closed session and return to Open Session with a second by Trustee Fahley – all ayes.

Trustee Cunningham moved to authorize the Village President to offer proposal as outlined to the party involved with a second by Trustee Kumbier – all ayes.
