MINUTES
1. Call Village Board Meeting to Order/Roll Call: 
President Struss called the meeting to order at 6:40 pm.  Members present: Trustee Christianson, Waller, Cunningham, Kumbier.  Absent: Leoni  Also present:  Shellie Benish, Administrator-Treasurer.  One vacant position remains.

2. Pledge of Allegiance

3. Proof of Posting:
The agenda was posted in the upper and lower levels of the Amundson Community Center, the Cambridge State Bank, Cambridge News Office, Cambridge Post Office and the Village Website.

4. Public Appearances: Mr. Armstrong was present from the Disabled American Veterans to present the Village with 2 dozen American Flags.  President Struss thanked the veterans for this generous donation and their service to our country.  A thank you card will follow.

Discussion and Possible Approval of Consent Agenda:

a. Approval of Village Board Minutes July 23, 2013

b. Operators license:  Marge Ulrich, Nicole Colvin – Kurt’s Place; Alex Schroeder, Allison Jelenchick and Olivia von Blomberg – CamRock Café;   Dana Graffin – Stop N Go: 

Trustee Cunningham motioned to approve consent agenda items, with a second by Trustee Kumbier.  Discussion: President Struss asked to clarify the sewer lining under a portion of Spring St. in the minutes under Committee and Department Reports for the Water & Sewer.  Trustee Christianson noted that trustee Leoni came in late to the last meeting and should not be absent. Motion approved unanimously.  
6.
Committee and Department Reports

a. Audit & Finance:  Shellie did a training session on the Village books.  Waller thought it was very interesting and well done.  Treasurer’s Reports gone through as it ties to the bank statements and balance sheets of the Village.  Audit also reviewed.
b. Personnel Committee: Couple of items discussed in closed session and dealt with.
c. Library:  Waller absent for meeting.  Building committee questions: emergency exit, should it be another entrance; Dumpster & recycle bins relocation, that area will be the turnaround/book drop.  Village needs to think about this and the space being vacated upstairs.  Kumbier asked about soil surveys:  plans located and it is being recommended to put in geo-piers.  Information has been sent to architects.  The piers will allow us to work right up to the 100 yr. floodplain.
d. Police Commission:  Met prior to this Village Board.  Police budget came in under 2013 by $1000 but could change due to personnel changes.  Deputy Day will be leaving for another shift.  Replacement could be higher or lower depending on candidate rank.  Candidate selection will be underway and we will be part of interviewing process.  Dane County will supply questions.  Break -ins to unlocked cars, gas drive offs still high.  Court budget came in same as 2013.  Will be meeting in September on budget for recommendations to Village Board.

Bills: Bills were presented in the amount of $67617.11.  
Motion made by Trustee Cunningham, seconded by Trustee Waller to approve the bills.  Discussion:  Waller asked about the bill for T & T stone; Fenley Total Inspections and Trustee Kumbier asked about Advanced Disposal. T & T Stone amount is for the Melster site and was withheld in the final payment to pay this.  Fenley bill is offset of the building inspections we collect for.  Advanced is our garbage/recycling.  The Village is currently out for an RFP on garbage and recycling.  Motion carried upon roll call vote.

Unfinished Business – Discussion and update regarding:

a. Update on annexation: Shellie contacted Secretary of State and they have found no problems with annexation documents.  We should see this recorded on line within the next two-three weeks.  
b. Dane County Easement at Hide N Fur site:  Shellie continues to work with the DNR on the language review of the easement.  DNR attorney is out on vacation currently to finish this up.
c. Alternative Energy:  McKinstry group is in the process of wrapping up their assessment.
d. DNR update on landings:  Plans need to be updated yet to accompany the applications.  
e. Letter to local business owners:  Letter went to Chamber for their review.  Chamber board will look at it and get back to us by Friday, August 16th.

New Business – Discussion and possible action regarding:

a. Board/Committee appointments: President Struss recommended Steve Dake for the Plan Commission seat that is available.  

Trustee Waller made a motion to accept Steve Dake, with a second from Trustee Cunningham.  Motion approved unanimously.  The Village Board seat will be reviewed at the next Village Board meeting on August 27th.
b. Memorandum of Understanding with Dane County for Election Equipment:  This memorandum is an agreement with Dane County for the purchase of a new election machine and the sharing of costs.  It is expected the new unit will be approximately $6000 to the Village which has been budgeted for.
Trustee Waller made a motion to accept the Memorandum of Understanding with the County, seconded by Trustee Cunningham.  Motion to accept approved unanimously.

c. Westside Park Usage: Willerup Methodist Church, August 17th – Amazing Race:  
Motion made by trustee Waller, seconded by Cunningham.  Motion approved for the use of the park August 17th by Willerup Methodist Church for the “Amazing Race”
d. Annuity Distribution Request/Surrender of Policy-Robert J. Baldauf:  This annuity request is from a policy the Village owned as a deferred compensation plan prior to switching over to the Wisconsin Retirement System.  Baldauf is requesting his funds at this time and the Village is the owner of the plan.
Motion made by trustee Waller, seconded by Cunningham.  Motion approved for the release of funds to Robert Baldauf on his annuity.  Upon roll call vote, motion carried.
e. Spring St./County B.  road project: Dane County, School District and Village representatives came together to discuss the plans for the Spring St./County B road project that was scheduled to begin in two weeks.  It is being recommended to delay this project until June of 2014 to give adequate time for planning of the project from the County and Village standpoint.  School will be out of session to avoid bussing issues as well.  This will not affect the LRIP grant the Village received for part of this project.
f. Farmland Lease – Hwy. 134 property:  Mr. Hinchley has contacted the Village to discuss the land lease he has.  With future plans in discussion of property development, it has been recommended by the Village attorney to contact Mr. Hinchley and have a discussion of those plans and how it will affect his lease.  Current contract gives the Village until August 31 if there is a need to terminate it.   Shellie will contact Mr. Hinchley to discuss.
g. Resolution #2013-12 Outstanding Service- Karl Raymond:  A Resolution was read thanking Karl Raymond for his many years of service to the Village of Cambridge as he sat on the Plan Commission for the past 25 years plus.  His dedication and commitment to the Village have made it a brighter place to live and we are truly grateful for his service.
Motion made by trustee Christianson, seconded by Cunningham.  Motion approved for Resolution 2013-12 Outstanding Service to Karl Raymond.  Motion approved unanimously.
