MINUTES

1. Call Village Board Meeting to Order/Roll Call: 

President Struss called the meeting to order at 6:33 pm.  Members present: Trustee Christianson, Waller, Cunningham, Kumbier, Leoni   Also present:  Shellie Benish, Administrator-Treasurer.  One vacant position remains.

2. Pledge of Allegiance

3. Proof of Posting:
The agenda was posted in the upper and lower levels of the Amundson Community Center, the Cambridge State Bank, Cambridge News Office, Cambridge Post Office and the Village Website.

4. Public Appearances: Patty Strohbusch & Bob Salov present.  
Bob reported that the EMS is doing very well.  The last hour had 17 patients.  In that time, response was 2-4 minutes;   I90 is a very busy place.    Very proud of crew!  Invitation to stop in day or night.  EMS is also within budget.
County Board:  Also reported as doing well.  They have met only once a month for the summer.  Budget is coming up Sept. 3.  There will be a hearing for Human Services and the rest will follow.  President Struss asked if the Youth Center funding is at risk and the need for support.  Salov is not certain at this time.  He will stay alert and let the Village know if there is anything up.  The place to discuss this is at the Committee level.  President Struss brought up the PARC grant.  
Hwy. 134: Salov discussed Hwy. 134 project starting after Labor Day and going for a couple of weeks.  
Library: Is approximately $400k away from full funding.  1/5th there on the Cambridge Foundation Match.  Donations are being accepted.  President Struss asked if the library has gone through a process of identifying major contributor’s yet-yes and the library committee is also looking for suggestions as well.  
Trustee Christianson asked Salov about the Easement at the Hide N Fur site.  Salov deferred to Shellie.  CDBG grants are available.  
Patty: Donations were at $20k towards the Foundation Match.  Column on the far right of report is the total.  As of today the library has taken in another $10548 for August.  Work is progressing with the architect and South Central Library systems on design.  Next meeting is Sept. 9 and then another one the end of September too.

Discussion and Possible Approval of Consent Agenda:

a. Approval of Village Board Minutes August 13, 2013

b. Park reservation for Rover Makeover, Westside Park, 9/29/13 for Barktoberfest

Trustee Cunningham motioned to approve consent agenda items, with a second by Trustee Kumbier.  Motion approved unanimously.  
5. Committee and Department Reports

a. Joint Police Commission:  Minutes only, report given at previous meeting.  Trustee Waller discussed the interviewing process coming up.  $20 per diem is not enough for an 8 hour day.   Trustee Waller also stated that if someone else from the committee wanted to step up, that would be great. September 23 will be the day of interviews and is scheduled for an 8 hour day.  One member from Deerfield will be on the panel with one from Cambridge and one from Dane County Sheriff’s Department.
b. Audit & Finance:  Capital Improvement plan reviewed.  Budget progress also discussed.  Fire Commission is not expecting an increase Struss stated.  RFP's are out for garbage/recycling.  The League is reporting that we should stay about the same with Shared Revenues, Expenditure Restraint and may see a slight increase for Computer Aids.  General Transportation Aids will stay the same and see about a 4% increase starting with the 2015 budget; Affordable Care Act is expected to see the Village insurance increase roughly 25-30%.  Many questions surround this as of yet.  Shellie will continue to work with insurance agent for the Village on this; Village’s equalized values are down; Net New Construction .22% increase overall.

c. Water & Sewer: McCann’s is starting to line portions of sewer underlying Spring St. and near the Carpenter and Peterson residence; Water meter purchases remaining came in at approximately $38315.  It was approved to move ahead with the change out and get these done.  This was previously a CIP for 2013. Change out is tentatively scheduled to be completed by January 2014; A proposal for Terrace & Water St. water main replacement came in.  We will go out for bids on this item; Easement issue discussed and will hopefully be worked out between property owner and their financial institution; Act 25 is causing the process of billing to be reviewed and possibly changed.  This Act restricts personably identifiable information from being shared on utility bills.  A form was created and reviewed and is pending information from a clerk’s conference; Water line upgrade on Spring St. being discussed as a possibility to the reconstruction in 2014; Capital Improvement Projects for the utilities reviewed.
d. Economic Development:   Letter encouraging open business hours in the evening discussed:  Chamber feedback is positive for incentives being offered.  Letter will go out.  Hwy. 134 appraisal came back.  Budget process-Linda submitted her thoughts and has an increase for $5600.  EDC will review the budget at next meeting.  765 Class did a marketing plan for Cambridge as part of their School project.  They have a budget with the class that can produce some marketing materials for Cambridge.

e. Listening Session:  Held at the Keystone.  Duke & Mary Jane Mihaljovic came to discuss a new website business - Airbnb as a concern to the community.  It is an unregulated business.  This is a website that rents out people's homes. Their concern is legitimacy as being fair to the current business owners who have legal business with proper permits.

Bills: Bills were presented in the amount of $57486.63.  

Motion made by Trustee Cunningham, seconded by Trustee Waller to approve the bills.  Discussion: Trustee Waller asked about SetterTech bill and locations for treatment.  An inquiry of maintenance schedule for the prairies will be made.  Motion carried upon roll call vote. 
8. Treasurer’s Report:  Park expenses up due to vandalism.  
Motion made by Trustee Christianson, seconded by Trustee Kumbier to approve the Treasurer’s Report.  Motion approved unanimously

Unfinished Business – Discussion and update regarding:

a. Dane County Easement at Hide N Fur site:  Shellie continues to work with the DNR on the language review of the easement.  

b. Alternative Energy:  McKinstry group contacted Shellie and is working on setting up a meeting sometime in the next week to review assessment.

c. DNR update on landings:  Plans need to be updated yet to accompany the applications.    

d. Letter to local business owners:  Letter will be going out.  Feedback from a couple businesses was positive.  Task Force has decided to do personal contacts with each individual business too.

e. Farmland Lease:  Hinchley's have submitted a letter of termination of lease on the property at Hwy. 134.  RFP should be prepared for the property located East of 134 (35 acres).  We will know within the next couple weeks what the developer for the remaining property will be going with.  They have asked to hold back on sludge applications.

New Business – Discussion and possible action regarding:

a. Board/Committee appointments: President Struss reported that Mary Fahley has agreed to fill out Victoria's remaining time.  Trustees Christianson & Leoni asked about any other interested candidates.  Trustee Christianson has expressed that Craig Carpenter is also interested for Village Board.  Trustee Christianson handed President Struss State Statutes regarding the procedures that need to be followed. Trustee Waller asked about a letter of intent from the candidates coming in as a formal request.  Discussion occurred on the best way to handle this.  Shellie recommended a vote by each individual on the two candidates by the board.  She prepared six ballots with both candidates and handed slips to members.  All slips handed to Shellie for tallying. Vote is 4 Mary Fahley, 2 Craig Carpenter.  
Motion made by Trustee Waller to accept Mary Fahley to fill the vacant Village Board trustee position, seconded by Trustee Cunningham.  Motion approved.

b. Resolution #2013-13, Opening Date & Bag Limits for the Cambridge Wildlife & Fishing Area:  
Trustee Waller made a motion to establish the Opening Date & Bag limit per Resolution 2013-13, seconded by Trustee Christianson.  Discussion: President Struss read Ordinance 2013-1 on the Village's regulations.  Trustee Waller amended his motion to 1-12" bass and a bag limit of 5,  kids 16 and under, Opening date September 7th for this year only, Trustee Christianson seconded the motion.  Motion approved.
c. Resolution #2013-14, Requesting Exemption from Dane County Library Tax: 
Trustee Christianson motioned to approve Resolution 2013-14, Requesting Exemption from Dane County Library Tax, seconded by Trustee Cunningham and approved.
d. Resolution #2013-15, Requesting Exemption from Jefferson County Library Tax: 
Trustee Cunningham motioned to approve Resolution 2013-15, Requesting Exemption from Jefferson County Library Tax, seconded by Trustee Christianson and approved.
e. Amendment to Agreement for the Resurfacing and Jurisdictional Transfer of Cty. B in the Village of Cambridge: 
Trustee Christianson made a motion to approve the Amendment to the Agreement for the Resurfacing and Jurisdictional Transfer of Cty. B in the Village of Cambridge to 2014, seconded by Trustee Kumbier and approved
