MINUTES

1. Call Village Board Meeting to Order/Roll Call: 

Administrator Benish called the meeting to order at 6:30 pm.  President Struss is running late.  Benish asked for a motion to appoint an Acting President until Struss could arrive.  
Motion made by Trustee Cunningham seconded by Trustee Kumbier to appoint Waller as acting chair.  Waller took the chair and asked for roll call. 

Members present: Trustee Christianson, Waller, Cunningham, Kumbier, Leoni, Fahley.   Also present:  Shellie Benish, Administrator-Treasurer.  
2. Pledge of Allegiance

3. Proof of Posting:
The agenda was posted in the upper and lower levels of the Amundson Community Center, the Cambridge State Bank, Cambridge News Office, Cambridge Post Office and the Village Website.

4. Public Appearances: McFarland Senior Outreach Services- Annual Update:  Ingrid Thompson and Laura Anderson presented the annual budget and update to the program.  A survey of the seniors was taken and positive reports were given.  Interest and support for additional space in McFarland; Sequester has impacted the programming funds from the County on the nutrition portion.  Specific to Cambridge: caterer issues were cause for cut in days to 2.  Cambridge Foundation did support the effort with funding to assist with getting the food here.  We currently serve 15 on average.  There is an analysis being prepared however, no changes are being proposed for 2014.  They would like another day in Cambridge.  Dane County Nutritionist came and surveyed as well.  The seniors would like to see Feil's Catering come back.  Contract is locked in though.  Case management clients have more needs; Non-case: 38 unduplicated clients; Foot Clinic served 39 over the past year; Energy Services clinic will be held here for the first time in Cambridge versus having them go in to Madison.  CART: contacted Outreach and they are hoping to build a good relationship together for services.  
Patty Strohbusch -Library update: Village has to keep the furnace in its place due to costs.  Boilers may be able to be shared and library architect will contact Beyer’s to check on.  Library is on its 4th floor plan revisions.  Funding is at $30689 at the end of August towards the Foundation match.  WEDC representative came to last meeting of LCCC to offer funding opportunities to the Library and the Village.  
Trustee Leoni made a motion to move agenda item 9 (a) Building Discussion- Lion’s Club, at this time, seconded by Cunningham.
Darren Zimmerman was present with others from the Lion’s Club.  Lion’s Club has occupancy of building leasing it from the Village.   The Club has put a lot of work in to the building adding bathrooms and flooring.  They appreciate everything that has been done with the Village.  Would the board consider the Club obtaining the building outright?  Secondly, would the Village Board consider selling additional land around the building for parking, etc.?  Darren gave out a map to board showing the area in question.  Additionally, the club asked if the fire pit on location could stay.  The porta-potty on site will be removed soon and a security camera system will be installed inside the building with one planned to be installed on the north side of the building as well. The village will need to look at possibly placing a porta-potty on site for dog walkers, etc.  Trustee Cunningham asked about permeable surface or non-permeable surface being allowed for a driveway.   Trustee Leoni inquired if the property and building would be limited to just Lion's Club or how would this be handled.  The Club has a rental agreement being drafted and they would work with other folks; it would not be restricted to Club members.  (Struss showed at 6:58 pm)  Waller put out possible language with tight deed restrictions selling it back to the Village if the Club would need to sell it down the road. The entire concept should be run by the Village attorney to see if this conflicts with our ordinances and then process through Streets & Property for recommendations after attorney review.  
Trustee Cunningham made a motion with a second from Trustee Leoni to run the concept past the Village attorney and process appropriately.  Discussion: Waller, keep it tight to sell back to Village.  Lion's do feel it's in their best interest for future planning to buy it outright.  Christianson concerned about the legal status of selling public lands.  Motion approved. 
5.   Discussion and Possible Approval of Consent Agenda: 
a. Approval of Village Board Minutes August 27, 2013

b. Park Reservations: Chamber of Commerce, 9/21/13 Fall Fest, Veterans Park 6:00 a.m. – 6:00 p.m. ; Laurie Struss, Mill Plaza, 12/7/2013; CAP, 9/21/2013 Health & Wellness Expo, Westside Park 6 am – 2:30 pm 

Trustee Cunningham motioned to approve consent agenda items, with a second by Trustee Kumbier.  Motion approved 6-0 with Struss abstaining.  
6. Committee and Department Reports

a. Plan Commission: Boundaries were extended on TIF 4;  EDC meeting on the 23rd; update on Madison St. property, waiting for developers agreement, plans, Letter of Intent; Hwy  134 property waiting for Letter of Intent as well.  Plan Commission is looking to clarify side and front yard setbacks on corner lots.  
b. Police Commission: Just met prior to Village Board.  Budget from court & police reviewed.  Court is up $27, Police is down $953.  Police may change with personnel changes coming up.  Both Deerfield & Cambridge recommend passage of budgets.  Drive off issues still on going.  Shell station seems to have gone done.  Cambridge needs to let Lt Hayes know who will be sitting in the interview process on the 23rd.
c. Water & Sewer Commission:  Hwy. 134 proposed development wants to see a well for watering plus city water for the building.  Christianson asked about the Wellhead protection for that area being so close to the water tower.  They will need some sort of a waiver to do both.  Mc Cann's sewer lining project: Didn't go so well.  80' section collapsed.  McCann's split the cost of the replacement, the road also collapsed.  It is repaired.  Meter cost estimates at $38000 and approved to start in November with January 2014 expenditure.   The village will have to go out for bids on Pleasant St. & Terrace St. water main replacement.  Act 25 information update.  It requires limit on sharing utility information.  CIP gone over for changes.
d. Tree Ceremony: Not a big turnout but a nice gathering.  A tree was planted in Memory of Arlene Procknow.  Proclamation read.  This also helps with our Tree city status.
e. Fish Ponds:  Opening went very well.  Lots of kids turned out. Lions Club put on the food.  Congratulations to Donn Trieloff on his efforts!
7.
Bills: Bills were presented in the amount of $ 41956.77

Motion made by Trustee Cunningham, seconded by Trustee Kumbier to approve the bills.  Discussion: Waller asked about the Arts Council bill for $2830, Struss explained the breakdown of Foundation funding and Village funding with remaining funds leftover from previous year.  Christianson asked about the Lake lawn bill and being budgeted for. This is part of the CDBG funding on businesses training the Village received previously.  Motion carried upon roll call vote. 
8.
Unfinished Business – Discussion and update regarding:

a. Dane County Easement at Hide N Fur site: DNR responded with simple wording.  Benish has asked for clarification on “open space activities” from the DNR before having the easement language changed.  DNR will get back to us.
b. Alternative Energy:  McKinstry group is doing the footage of the buildings to input in the assessment.
c. DNR update on landings:  DNR has given the Village until November 1 for submitting plan updates.

New Business – Discussion and possible action regarding:

a. Building Discussion- Lion’s Club: See above for notes on discussion.  
b. PARC Grant & TIF Funds- Bike Trail:  Struss explained the extension of the bike trail and the PARC Grant award.  This provides additional recreational activity and an economic tool for the Village. $73000 match funds with the PARC grant.  $10000 was received previously from the Cambridge Foundation.   The Village has to come up with $63015 that could come out of the TIF 4 funds.  Leoni asked if this is the money for the downtown business funding program as well.  County has not sent the actual contract to date awarding the PARC grant, but has confirmed it.  Struss is looking for a commitment to the Village funds to get this project done.  There was some discussion over the cost of engineering. 
 Motion made by Trustee Kumbier to commit to $63015, seconded by Trustee Cunningham:  Discussion of cost and engineering.  Engineering is capped at 10%. Upon roll call vote, motion passed 6 to 0 with Trustee Christianson  abstaining.
c. Trick or Treat Hours 2013:  5:30 to 7:30 pm 

Trustee Waller made a motion to approve Trick or Treat  hours for 2013 a 5:30 pm to 7:30 pm, Trustee Christianson seconded and all approved for Oct. 31.

Any Other Business That May Be Brought before the Board on future agendas:  Christianson asked about the annual audit.  This will be placed on next agenda for approval.
