MINUTES

1.  Call Village Board Meeting to Order/Roll Call: 
President Struss called the meeting to order at 6:35 pm Roll Call:

Members present: Trustee Cunningham, Kumbier, Leoni, Fahley.   Also present:  Shellie Benish, Administrator-Treasurer.  Absent: Trustee Christianson and Trustee Waller- Excused
2.  Pledge of Allegiance
3. Proof of Posting:
The agenda was posted in the upper and lower levels of the Amundson Community Center, the Cambridge State Bank, Cambridge News Office, Cambridge Post Office and the Village Website.

4.  Public Appearances: Lion's Club members present, Darrin & Kathy.  
Motion made by Trustee Cunningham, seconded by Trustee Leoni to move item 9 (a) Building Discussion- Lion’s Club up for discussion at this time.  Motion approved.
Lion's Club previously requested purchase of the old water/sewer building from the Village which they currently lease for $1.  Struss stated it has been advised against selling the property due to concerns over spot zoning and other ordinance requirements.  Business operations need to be addressed as to how the interpretation of the attorney is represented.  Clarification is needed on the attorney's description of "business use".  Lion's club presented a letter to go for a 99 year lease versus purchase of the property at this time.  They would like to extend the property as part of the use or re-define the use of the land around it to include for parking.  
Trustee Leoni made a motion to amend the lease to a 99 year lease, work out the amount of land surrounding the building and define the business/zoning use, seconded by Trustee Kumbier.  Discussion: Access as a possible concern but think we can work that out as well.  All voting in the affirmative, motion approved unanimously.

5.   Discussion and Possible Approval of Consent Agenda: 

a.    Approval of Village Board Minutes Sept. 24, 2013

b. Operator’s License: Meaggen Rae Daly, Piggly Wiggly   
Motion made by Trustee Cunningham, seconded by Trustee Fahley to approve consent agenda items.  Motion approved unanimously.
6. Committee and Department Reports
a. Personnel:  Budget discussed regarding payroll.  No decisions made.
b. Audit & Finance: Capital Improvement Plan & budget was reviewed. Some discussion on splitting library financing over two years was held and we will talk to the library about that set up.
c. Joint Police Commission: Just met previous to this meeting.  Budget went up due to new hire.  A new squad is desperately needed.  Discussion will be held in December on how to finance that.  Both communities will need to look at the impact to overall budgets.  Some of the equipment can be transferred to a new vehicle.   New Hire will start October 20 and is motorcycle trained.  Police report is high due to motel issue but should settle down.

7.
Bills: Bills were presented in the amount of $ 87874.56

Motion made by Trustee Cunningham, seconded by Trustee Kumbier to approve the bills.  Motion carried upon roll call vote.  Noted: New truck a large expense, CDBG expenses for business training a one time expense.
8. Unfinished Business – Discussion and update regarding:

a. Alternative Energy:  McKinstry obtained the information they needed as part of the assessment.  Kumbier asked about the library as part of alternative energy.
b. DNR update on landings:  Shellie has asked DNR for adequate material for planning.  Awaiting a response.
c. TIF #4 update: Struss reported that the Melster site boring test done by At Home Again showed unsuitable material.  Contract to perform certain duties wasn't followed by cleanup contractor.  Clean up contractor will be meeting this Friday on site to review and discuss.  Developer is not backing out and is eager to get this addressed and construction started.
9. New Business – Discussion and possible action regarding:

a. Building Discussion- Lion’s Club:  addressed above.
b. 911 Joint Powers Agreement with Jefferson County: This agreement is with Jefferson County to support the 911 Emergency Services between communities.
Motion made by Trustee Kumbier, seconded by Trustee Fahley to approve the 911 Joint Powers Agreement with Jefferson County.  Motion approved unanimously.
c. Intergovernmental Agreement Addendum-Dane County & Cambridge EMS: This is to address the auto insurance change for EMS by Dane County.  Dane County previously paid for the auto insurance but is no longer providing it.  As a result of the change, Dane County is offering a one-time refund amount to be used towards the EMS purchasing their own insurance.
Motion made by Trustee Cunningham, seconded by Trustee Leoni to approve the addendum effective September 1, 2013 with the one-time refund of $1917 towards auto insurance for EMS.  Motion approved unanimously.
d. TIF #2 Closeout Audit:  This is the final audit to closeout TIF 2.  Audit report shows a portion being paid to other taxing jurisdictions and the remainder to be used as debt payments from the TIF financing.
Motion made by Trustee Cunningham, seconded by Trustee Leoni to accept TIF 2 Audit as presented.  Motion approved unanimously.
